PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING PROPOSED BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015
Mayor Trentham opened the public hearing at 6:00 p.m. and said the budget is once again projected to spend more than the city expects to take in and that continues to be a concern for him.  No other public comments were made and the mayor concluded the hearing at 6:03 p.m.
Roll Call  Mayor Ronnie Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – NOT PRESENT, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – NOT PRESENT, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 6 guests.

Special Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to adopt the annual budget for FY 2014-15. Mayor Trentham expressed a need for a quarterly meeting just concerning budget issues. Councilman Isaacs asked why KATS was budgeted $8,000 and 4th of July was budgeted at $3,650 when they only requested $5,000 and $3,500 for those items. Trentham said KATS and 4th of July were planned before the requests were made to the council and the council would still have to approve the expenditures.   Isaacs also commented that professional services at $40,000, attorney’s fees at $10,000 and another $2,000 for attorney’s fees were figured in the administration budget.  Trentham said that those funds are budgeted in the event we need legal council including the city attorney but also other professionals.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that Crawford & Associates as well as other contractors are paid from professional services. Police Chief Chad Smith addressed the changes in police fine revenue and said many are choosing to lay out their fines in jail and it cost more in prisoner upkeep as well as decreases fines.  Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if the mayor’s proposed budget negated or didn’t include items previously approved by the council such as longevity. Adair said a budget would have to be amended to include items not presented in this budget year.  Mayor Trentham said he supported longevity but asked the council where they would propose to pay it from. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jean Wright to approve the budget as proposed. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve Resolution 06-24-2013 adopting the annual budget for FY 2014-15. Miggletto said the correct resolution number was 06-24-2014. Adair said it was o.k. to approve using the corrected resolution number. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve Resolution 06-24-2014. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve Sales Tax Pledge Agreement with the Stilwell Improvement Authority for FY 2014-15 – Police Department Loan.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the Sales Tax Pledge Agreement for FY 2014-15. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve surplus list authorizing sale by public auction or scrap sale. Mayor Trentham explained that only unsold items would be sold for scrap.  He said that if the items were not sold at auction that the city didn’t want them to just lie around and take up space.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the surplus and authorize the sale of such items. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve Blue Cross/Blue Shield health insurance renewal for plan year beginning August 1, 2014. Councilman Sharp asked if the council ever received the figures (cost) on the renewal.  Miggletto said he had them but did not send them because after negotiating with BC/BS there was no increase in the insurance rates to the city.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to approve the renewal of health insurance with Blue Cross/Blue Shield. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to confirm mayoral appointment of Board Members Kenneth Davidson and Sheridan Patterson to the Stilwell Housing Authority. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to confirm the mayoral appointment of Kenneth Davidson and Sheridan Patterson to the Stilwell Hosing Authority. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve the District 27 Multi-Jurisdictional Drug Task Force authorizing mayor and police chief to execute agreement. Councilman Sharp asked if Stilwell was the last agency to join this task force. Police Chief Chad Smith said yes that due to some confusion the paperwork was never submitted to the council and therefore it was never approved.  He said that former police chief Dan Abbott apparently let it slip through the cracks. Trentham said it will give the city a little more protection acting in conjunction with the district attorney’s office and will also make the city eligible to share in the sale of items seized or used in a drug conviction (forfeiture).  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the agreement authorizing the execution of the document. Jean – yes, Norman – ye, John - yes
