Roll Call  Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 7 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve preliminary plat of Stone Brook Park Lots 33 thru 51. J.C. Rucker engineer for the proposed development said the expansion of the sub-division was similar in layout with the first phase.  New lots would be 115’ and not 125’ like phase I. He said Mike Butler with Stilwell Utilities has received a copy of the plat and plans so he is aware of utility needs. Mr. Rucker said drainage on the county road southwest of the development needs to be addressed as the new development will create more runoff.  Jim Petty of Strategic Realty said the success of the project allowed them to be back sooner than anticipated. The repair to the drainage is estimated at $2,500 - $2,800 and that they could contribute up to $1,000 to assist in the repair.  He said their financing is very restrictive on what they can spend outside the construction of the housing.  Terry Butler, Code Enforcement Officer said County Commissioner Danny Braden was willing to work with the city as half of the road is annexed and the other half is in the county. Mr. Rucker said the pipe under the road has exceeded its useful life and needs to be replaced at some point regardless of this development. Councilman Sharp said they only needed a general sense of the project being acceptable? Councilman Mink said a portion of the property is not annexed and so the city couldn’t approve that portion. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if they could approve contingent upon annexation preliminarily. Adair said they could not insure and guarantee that it will be approved. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the preliminary plat of lots 33-51 of the Stone Brook Addition subject to annexation and requirements for services being met. 2. Discussion with possible decision to approve amended lease agreement with Cherokee Nation for office space located at the Stilwell Community Building previously approved with corrected dates of July 1, 2013 to September 30, 2013. The effective dates of the lease were changed to coincide with the Cherokee Nation’s fiscal year (October 1 – September 30).  City Attorney Joe Adair recommended the council approve the lease with the change.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the lease with Cherokee Nation for office space at the community building. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve lease agreement with Cherokee Nation for office space located at the Stilwell Community Building from October 1, 2013 to September 30, 2014. Miggletto said the lease would be a full 12 month lease at the end of the Cherokee Nation’s 2013 fiscal year.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to approve the lease for the October 1, 2013 to September 30, 2014 term. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

4. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of dump bed for street department truck in the amount of $9,250.00 to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. Mayor Trentham said that only one prospective bidder would give them a quote.  This would put the truck into service for use at the street department.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase of dump bed in the amount of $9,250.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

5. Discussion with possible decision to commit grant matching funds up to $17,640.00 for 2013 State Energy Office grant. Miggletto explained that the matching funds were 20% of the total project cost of $88,200.00. He said they would be able to convert four (4) police trucks to bi-fuel CNG and pay the incremental cost between a gasoline fueled-truck for the sanitation department to a dedicated natural gas vehicle. He estimated the payback to be 14 months of fuel savings to get back the $17,640.00.  The funds would only be expended if the grant is awarded.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the matching funds up to $17,640.00. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

6. Discussion with possible decision to approve expenditure of $50,000.00 matching funds for indoor facility proposed for construction at Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park contingent upon grant of $200,000.00 from the Tom J. and Edna M. Carson Foundation. Miggletto said that the budget and drawings were ready to submit to the foundation.  He projected costs required a commitment of $50,000 from the city if they received a full $200,000 from the foundation.  He said that unless the city was willing to make the cash commitment the project would not be able to move forward.  Marty Green, OSU Extension Office, spoke about the needs of the fair grounds to expand onto the site currently occupied by Stilwell baseball. As the city owns all of the property it would need to be a joint effort. Dale Kester, Adair County Fair Board President said that the fair board is always looking for ways to improve the fair. He said about 1,000 to 1,500 kids visit the fair each year and they are busting at the seams for more room. This project will help accomplish that if the city would allow them to use land once baseball is moved. Mayor Trentham said that both athletic programs would benefit as well as the agriculture programs.  Councilman Jim Spray said that if the foundation was willing to invest $200,000 the city match would be only 25% of the project. He felt that was a wise investment for the city to partner with such a generous benefactor. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to commit $50,000 to the indoor facility contingent upon the receipt of the grant from the Tom J & Edna M. Carson Foundation.   Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes

7. Discussion with possible decision to approve expenditure of $30,000.00 for playground equipment at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park ($25,000 budgeted Capital Improvement Funds and $5,000 Schwan’s Corporate Giving Foundation). Miggletto said that funds were budgeted to match the Schwan’s donation with $5,000.00.  He said they also budgeted $20,000 for playground equipment for the west side of the park. He asked that the council consider approval of both expenditures so they could negotiate a lower price for a larger one-time purchase.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the expenditure as requested. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
