Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – NOT PRESENT, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests.

Mayor’s Comments Clean up around town by the street department is going good and we have had several positive comments by various citizens.  He thanked Pete and the street department employees.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of September 3, 2013.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $10,235.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $43,305.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $215,153.22.  Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $933.71.  Fund 13.

7. Approval of 2013 payroll in the sum of $195,409.46. 
A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision regarding the use of basketball courts at 5th & Chestnut by the Stilwell High School Class of 1983 for a reunion October 11, 2013. Shawna (Hill) Duch said if approved the event would be a tailgate type of gathering with grills and lawn chairs.  She said no alcohol would be permitted. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to approve the use as requested. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve road closure on north 1st Street from Division to Olive streets October 26, 2013 from 4:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. Mayor Trentham said that he extended the hours requested to 10:00 p.m. to allow time to clean up after the event and not have to be concerned with traffic safety. Darrell Lacie with Powerhouse Church said they were partnering with five (5) other churches and the event was an opportunity to do some public outreach and love on folks. He said they termed it the Corndog Festival.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the street closure as requested. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve fencing of city owned property south of Street Department at Elm Street and U.S. Hwy 59. Street Commissioner Pete Long said that the area is used by the department but if fenced they would be able to limit the after-hours dumping taking place as well as give him more room for dumpsters, equipment, etc.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the request. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion only regarding drainage ditch from West Elm Street at Stilwell Nursing Home north & west to West Hickory Street. Councilman Isaacs said he visited with Paul Adair about the ditch next to the Adair residence. He said the center of the ditch is higher than the side causing some erosion. Isaacs stated that Adair had given permission to remove trees or other debris in order to help with drainage. Mayor Trentham said he thought the cleaning of the ditch could be done immediately and that the current drainage project may have funding left over to concrete the floor of this ditch area as it is included in the big picture of drainage improvements using REAP and CDBG funding.  NO ACTION – DISCUSSION ONLY
5. Discussion with possible action to increase annual budget appropriation to the Adair County Park for an amount not to exceed $1,500.00  Mayor Trentham said that the three-way partnership with the county and Cherokee Nation did not completely provide for the operations cost. He stated that the caretaker was moved to the courthouse part-time to fill in at other posts due to the lack of sufficient funding. Councilman Sharp asked if the other entities are paying their portion. Trentham said yes but Cherokee Nation is not able to pay their portion until their fiscal year begins in October of each year. Councilman Isaacs asked how much the city currently contributes. Trentham said $10,000.00.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the increase of the budget appropriation to the Adair County Park in the amount of $1,500.00. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible action to amend budget 10-16-670100 Adair County Park in an amount not to exceed $1,500.00. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the budget amendment in the amount of $1,500.00. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible action to approve contract for services by the City of Stilwell Police Department to the Stilwell Public Schools for provision of a school resource officer. Police Chief Chad Smith said the contract would provide for the restructuring of the School Resource Officer positions. Currently, they are employed by the school but do not have police powers and are basically limited to the actions of a security guard even though they are off-duty Stilwell police officers.  Councilman Spray asked City Attorney Joe Adair if he had reviewed the contract. Adair replied that he had and he added some elements to the original draft.  Smith said it would more clearly define that police officers are in the school.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to declare surplus (2) 2005 Chevrolet Impala Police Cruisers authorizing sale by public bid. Chief Smith said these two cars were some of the oldest in the fleet and would be replaced by the new patrol cars purchased earlier in the year.  Councilman Isaacs said he would rather see a public auction opposed to the bidding process. Councilman Sharp said they may need an agenda item to authorize an auction.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to declare the vehicles surplus. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to declare surplus (1) 1969 Ford dump truck. Councilwoman Jean Wright asked if these were just extra trucks or if they were replaced. Mayor Trentham said the one dump truck purchased earlier this year would replace them both.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to declare the truck as surplus. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes  
10. Discussion with possible decision to declare surplus (1) 1985 Ford dump truck.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to declare the truck as surplus. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision to enter into contract with the Town of Westville for services provided to the City of Stilwell in exchange for a 1969 Ford dump truck and a 1985 Ford dump truck pursuant to a contract drafted by City Attorney Joe Adair. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that several years ago the city entered into contract with the Town of Watts in exchange for two of our surplus patrol cars. He said that if approved by the council and the town board of Westville that the surplus trucks could be transferred to Westville. He said about a year ago that Westville had donated a GMC motor home to the EMS and was trying to think of Westville and their need for the trucks.  Attorney Joe Adair said that the contract would require some value from Westville that the city can not donate anything of value.  Councilman Isaacs said he was told the 1985 truck could bring $5,000.00 and that the auction would be a better option.  NO ACTION TAKEN
12. Discussion with possible decision to authorize the police chief to hire a full-time police officer at a rate of $10.50 per hour after posting an internal notice to existing employees and/or local advertisement. (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. § 307 B 1).  Chief Smith said that he had an officer hired in March with a six-month probationary period as a temporary full-time officer. He would like to post the full-time position internally for potential applicants to take the full-time position.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to allow the chief to hire after sufficient posting as required by city policy. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
13. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   Chief Smith said the carnival coupled with the cruise night this weekend may cause him the need to incur some overtime.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the overtime up to $2,000.00 for the police department. Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Other Business   Councilwoman Jean Wright said the Cherokee Nation was having an event at the high school Tuesday from 1:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. all citizens and city officials are invited. She said that work on the city website is beginning and meeting agendas and other community events are being published. She said the addition of a facebook ™ page for the city would also help give information to the public.  She also had recently been at Carson Park in the evening and said that she saw about 100 people walking the trail, kids on the playground and sports events going on. She encouraged everyone to visit the park and take in some of the people enjoying what has been a long time coming.  Utilities General Manager Julie Hudgins said that Stilwell Middle School was hosting a cross-country meet at the park on Wednesday. Chief Smith said it was the first cross-country meet that the school was able to host due to the new trail.  NO ACTIONS TAKEN
Citizen Input
 Citizen Shawn Wright said that the ditch north of CVs grocery store has issues with mosquitoes. He asked if it could be sprayed. Mayor Trentham said the area will need to be annexed into the city eventually and that the ditch would benefit from concrete lining and that it should be incorporated in the near future. It was agreed that the street department could go and spray it.  NO ACTION TAKEN
