Roll Call Council President Jean Wright called the meeting to order at 3:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – NOT PRESENT, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 4 guests.

Receipt and consideration of Petition for Annexation by Strategic Realty, LLC, an Arkansas limited liability company, for annexation of a tract of land in Adair County, Oklahoma described as follows:

A part of the West Half (W ½) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of Section 3, Township 15 North, Range 25 East, of the Indian Meridian, Adair County, Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at an existing mag nail marking the Northwest Corner of said SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 02°11'54" E, along the West line thereof, 426.93 feet to an existing mag nail for a POINT OF BEGINNING;

Thence N 87°57'30" E, leaving said West line of SW ¼ SW ¼, 532.43 feet to an existing ½" rebar;

Thence N 02°08'55" W 8.11 feet to an existing ½" rebar;

Thence N 87°51'05" E 125.00 feet to an existing ½" rebar on the East line of said W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 02°08'55" E, along said East line of W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼, 898.56 feet to an existing rebar (RLS #1286) marking the Southeast Corner of said W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 87°51'13" W, along said South line of W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼, 656.66 feet to an existing iron pin marking the Southwest Corner of said SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence N 02°11'54" W, along the West line of said SW ¼ SW ¼, 891.42 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING;

Containing 13.460 acres, more or less (the “Land”).

Discussion, consideration and possible action on the adoption of Ordinance No. 366, an ordinance annexing into the City of Stilwell, the above described land a portion of which will be platted as stated above. City Attorney Joe Adair said that due to a case law relating to the time of publication/public notice of 14 days was not yet complete.  He recommended taking no action and publishing the notice for a full 14 days prior to taking action.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.

Discussion, consideration and possible action on adoption of an emergency clause on the annexation Ordinance 366, annexing STONEBROOK PARK, Lots 33 through 51, an addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma, listed above.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.

Discussion with possible decision regarding holiday dinner for employees. Councilman Isaacs said the Ambulance, FOP, and Fire Departments already have dinners and he thanked Councilmember Wright for thinking of the employees but he would rather see the money spent on safety stipends.  Councilmember Wright said the cooks at the community building could provide the dinner for $1,500 - $1,600; PJs Catering was $13.00 per person and Okie Joe’s BBQ was $1,700. She said about 200 which would be employees, council members plus one guest each. She noted in her time on the council she has seen the departments appear fractured and this would be an opportunity for the employees to come together for fellowship. Councilman Mink said that everyone was invited to the fire department meal. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said the fire department provided the meat and everyone brings the sides, drinks, and desserts.  Councilman Isaacs said an employee told him he makes only $540.00 every two weeks and his rent was $500.00 so he wants to be thinking about their needs.  Stuhmer said he thought it meant more to the employees something they could use of their own choice. A summer picnic was discussed where all employees and their families could come and be outdoors.  NO ACTION TAKEN
5.
Discussion with possible decision regarding the purchase of lighting and equipment for a 2006 Dodge Charger police vehicle in an amount not to exceed $1,570.00.  Police Chief Chad Smith said the quote was more than the agenda item. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that the amount listed in the agenda item was the balance of budgeted funds for police equipment.  He said Mayor Trentham thought the purchase of a simple light bar on top of the vehicle was sufficient because the vehicle is 8 years old and would rotate out of the fleet sooner than other units. Smith said that Officer Caton is assigned to this vehicle and has only one set of lights over the driver’s visor and two strobes in the rear. He said that they need to have visibility of 360° for safety. Smith said the lights quoted were $2,100 + $289 for light box plus installation of $200.00 to Tilden Martin. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase up to $1,570.00.  Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
