Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 3 guests.

Special Agenda

Discussion with possible decision regarding the approval of the financial audit of the City of Stilwell and the Stilwell Improvement Authority for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2013.  Auditor Mike Green presented the results of the audit. He directed the council to page 5 of the report. Green said the opinion is adverse which is the worst opinion that can be given.  He said the only reason the opinion is adverse if due to the exclusion of the Stilwell Area Development Authority (utility department).  He said the GAAP require the inclusion of all public trusts whose beneficiary is the city. Mayor Trentham asked how to remedy this issue. Green said that because the city council controls the utility board that they simply need to direct that it be included in future reports. Councilman Mink said that the report said the city was an aldermanic form of government.  Councilman Sharp asked if there was a timing issue to approve the audit. Green said it needed to be done and sent to the state auditor’s office by January 1, 2014. Councilman Isaacs asked if it needed correcting before being sent or if it just needed correcting in the future. Green said correcting future reports would be sufficient.  Councilman Mink asked who compiled the ADA financial statements.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said it could be resolved by having Crawford & Associates compile both the city and ADA financials. He said it would also give the ADA another level of internal controls.  Mr. Green said there is essentially two opinions rendered.  If you look beyond the omission of the discretely presented component unit (utility department) the opinion is an unqualified opinion based on the financial statements.  Councilman Isaacs said that the paragraph on page seven indicated the aldermanic form with which he disagreed.  Councilman Mink asked City Attorney Joe Adair if this would create a future problem relate to the aldermanic. Adair said the City Charter is long established and would prevail.  Councilman Sharp recommended having Crawford change the report for next year that indicates we have a charter and closely resemble an aldermanic form.  Mr. Green continued his report. He said services such as the EMS lost about $193,000.00 while Sanitation lost about $85,000.00.  He said these two services can get close to break-even better than fire or police.  He said police fines have been declining and didn’t know why. He said when Neil Morton was mayor they studied the possibility of outsourcing the EMS and may need to look at it again.  Green said that the General Fund is the backbone of city government and that if spending continued as the current rate that in four or five years the city could be in real trouble.  The main reason for the loss was the payment toward the retirement liabilities.  He said he didn’t find any issues with internal controls or compliance.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Jean Wright to approve the financial audit for the year ended June 30, 2013. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes,  John – yes, Jim – yes

Discussion with possible decision to approve amended meeting dates for the Stilwell City Council to include August 4, 2014. Miggletto explained that the month of August was omitted from the calendar previously approved. Discussion with possible decision to approve the quote for concrete labor and materials for the indoor facility to be constructed at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park for the amount of $34,000.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund.  Councilman Sharp asked if this facility would be available for use by the public.  Miggletto said yes it would be available contingent upon other users.  He said it is a public facility similar to the community building or armory.
