Roll Call  Council President Jean Wright called the meeting to order at 3:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 2 guests.

Receipt and consideration of Petition for Annexation by Strategic Realty, LLC, an Arkansas limited liability company, for annexation of a tract of land in Adair County, Oklahoma described as follows:

A part of the West Half (W ½) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of the Southwest Quarter (SW ¼) of Section 3, Township 15 North, Range 25 East, of the Indian Meridian, Adair County, Oklahoma, being more particularly described as follows:

Commencing at an existing mag nail marking the Northwest Corner of said SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 02°11'54" E, along the West line thereof, 426.93 feet to an existing mag nail for a POINT OF BEGINNING;

Thence N 87°57'30" E, leaving said West line of SW ¼ SW ¼, 532.43 feet to an existing ½" rebar;

Thence N 02°08'55" W 8.11 feet to an existing ½" rebar;

Thence N 87°51'05" E 125.00 feet to an existing ½" rebar on the East line of said W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 02°08'55" E, along said East line of W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼, 898.56 feet to an existing rebar (RLS #1286) marking the Southeast Corner of said W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence S 87°51'13" W, along said South line of W ½ SW ¼ SW ¼, 656.66 feet to an existing iron pin marking the Southwest Corner of said SW ¼ SW ¼;

Thence N 02°11'54" W, along the West line of said SW ¼ SW ¼, 891.42 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING;

Containing 13.460 acres, more or less (the “Land”).

a portion of which is to be later platted as STONEBROOK PARK, Lots 33 through 51, an Addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma.

Discussion, consideration and possible action on the adoption of Ordinance No. 366, an ordinance annexing into the City of Stilwell, the above described land a portion of which will be platted as stated above. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt Ordinance No. 366 annexing lots 33-51 to the Stonebrook Park Addition. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes

Discussion, consideration and possible action on adoption of an emergency clause on the annexation Ordinance 366, annexing STONEBROOK PARK, Lots 33 through 51, an addition to the City of Stilwell, Oklahoma, listed above. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the emergency clause for Ordinance No. 366. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes,Jim – yes
4.
Discussion with possible decision to award bids/quotes for the construction of an indoor facility at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that quotes were being obtained for the two elements of the project that were not bid under the competitive bidding process.  He said the process started over a year ago and that the original budget of $250,000 would not be enough to complete the project to the original plans. He said details like lockers in the locker rooms, seating and other elements may have to wait until funds can be budgeted or donated to complete.  He said based upon the estimates and bids received to date that the project may be over budget by $24,759.58. He provided each member present with a detail of the estimates vs. the current costs. He said most projects run at least 10% over budget but he recommended awarding the bids we have an obtain quotes for the council to approve at a later date for the other needed elements. City Attorney Joe Adair said that it would be permissible to award these contracts if the council chose. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to award the contracts to bidders for the Red Iron Building, Plumbing, Heating & Air, Concrete Block, and Masonry Labor which totaled $182,075.58. Discussion with possible decision regarding the purchase of street signs and supplies for areas from Chestnut to Oak and 1st to 7th Streets in the amount of $6,558.08 with funds provided by the Stilwell Community Anti-Drug Network (CAN).  Miggletto provided a list of signs, posts, and hardware provided by the CAN.  He said this was not a grant to the city but was a program that CAN was directing with a grant from Cherokee Nation related to the Safe Routes To School program. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the purchase as requested using the funds received from CAN. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes,Jim – yes
6.
Discussion with possible decision approving the purchase of a 2005 Bobcat T-300 with trailer and implements at a cost not to exceed $27,000.00 to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund. Mayor Trentham said that comparable equipment to this was priced close to this unit. He said what makes this a better value is that a trailer and several attachments/implements were included in the price. Trentham said the equipment was not budgeted so a budget amendment would be needed before he would ask the council to take action to purchase it. He said they were planning a similar purchase in next year’s budget. He said this vehicle being on tracks would be safer if a mower attachment was purchased than the current method of a large tractor and brush hog.  Some areas around the bypass were dangerous.  There are many areas of use around town and that this would be a great addition to the street department equipment. The unit has about 1,800 hours and should not need major service until around 7,000 hours. Councilman Mink said it depends on how it has been treated and serviced.  Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he estimated it was well worth the proposed price. He said a comparable unit would be $41,000.00 without the trailer and implements.  Councilman Isaacs said someone needs to check it out and test it before a decision is made. Street Commissioner Pete Long said the owner (Brandon Fourkiller) wanted to sell it due to a lack of work. Councilman Mink said they are expensive to repair but hard to tare up.  NO ACTION TAKEN
