Special Meeting –August 18, 2014

Roll Call Mayor Ronnie Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 7 guests
Revised Special Agenda

1. Discussion and possible decision regarding mobile home park south of the Walmart Supercenter. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that City Attorney Joe Adair told him ordinance 173 was passed previously from a requested property owner relating to mobile home parks. He said Adair advised if they wanted to be consistent they may want to approve this by ordinance. Councilman Spray said if he read 173, section 3 correctly that he understood all previous ordinances were repealed. Councilman Mink said he thought Joe (Adair) should probably advise them and a whole new ordinance be drawn up. City Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he wasn’t aware of any opposition to the planned park.  Councilman Sharp said property owner Richard Johnson should get with Joe on drafting an ordinance.  NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion and possible decision regarding payment to Kevin Stuhmer in the amount of $5502.72 for compensation and benefits for services as EMS Director. Councilman Isaacs said the council agreed to do this.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to pay Kevin Stuhmer $5,502.72 for benefits as Interim EMS Director. Miggletto asked from which account this would be paid. Councilman Sharp said from whichever account it would normally be paid from. Miggletto said it would require a budget amendment that all funds appropriated for EMS payroll had been expended. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.
3. Discussion and possible decision regarding the appointment of a Deputy City Clerk or Clerks and possible compensation for duty therein. Councilman Spray said he researched the issue and asked OML for guidance and all their responses were given for the Aldermanic form of government.  He said he spoke with Ms. Danner (OML legal) and the issue of the city’s form of government had come full circle as to whether the city is a charter city with a form of government. Miggletto asked if this issue was related to his not being in the office the previous week. Councilman Spray said to some extent. At this time item #4 was read into the record so it could be discussed as well. Miggletto referenced the Open Records Act that the agenda didn’t require the signature of the clerk for it to be a legal meeting. Councilman Spray said he was advised by a local law enforcement official that it would be an illegal meeting if it wasn’t signed. Miggletto told Councilman Spray that he had received some incorrect advice. Miggletto said that he was advised about the special meeting to be held on Thursday and he advised his staff to post the agenda.  He further explained that the law only requires giving the clerk notice either in person, by written or telephonic means.  He said that this could have all been avoided had the council members spoken to him directly. Councilman Sharp asked if the city charter didn’t address open meetings did they even need to follow it. Miggletto said that most state and federal agencies especially grant making agencies require the cities to follow the open meetings act. Councilman Spray said he thought that agenda items needed to be placed on the agenda if they were submitted. NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion and possible decision regarding person(s) responsible for formulation of meeting agendas and person(s) responsible for receipt of items for inclusion on agendas. Councilman Sharp said he though if it was sent by U.S. Mail that it should be placed on the agenda. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to allow Rhonda, Donna, Glenda, Shelldon or Ronnie to be able to take agenda items for the agenda. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman –yes, John –yes, Jim –yes. 
5. Discussion only regarding input from Council Members, Department Managers and other interested employees for direction on desired policy changes or modifications. Councilman Spray said he wanted ideas since he was tasked with this duty. Councilman Sharp said employees should be able to look in their files. He also suggested the files be purged and start new today. Councilman Spray said if the employees weren’t aware of the disciplinary action being placed in their file that it wasn’t worth the paper it was written on. Councilman Sharp asked if any employees present were aware of any action taken that was in their files without their knowledge. Police Chief Chad Smith said he was told there were some in his file but he wasn’t able to see it. He said he was told by a former police chief’s wife that he had five such write ups. Miggletto said that to his knowledge anyone can walk into city hall and ask to see their file. Councilman Sharp asked if it were in the policy and if not it should be in the new policy.  NO ACTION TAKEN 
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve resolution 08-18-2014-A voting in the Oklahoma Municipal League District 2 election. Mayor Trentham said Sallisaw Mayor Julie Ferguson was seeking the office and recommended her.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to nominate Julie Ferguson to the OML District 2 position. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman –yes, John –yes, Jim –yes.
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve resolution 08-18-2014-B voting in the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund Trustee election. Mayor Trentham said he reviewed the biographies of the individuals seeking office and he was impressed by Mr. Heinrichs of Broken Arrow. He said his bio was very good.  Councilwoman Wright said she was partial to Gaylord Z. Thomas because of his air force service.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to cast a ballot for Jay L. Heinrichs as OMRF Trustee. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman –yes, John –yes, Jim –yes.
8. Discussion with possible decision to hire Ruth Daugherty as full-time dispatcher effective August 18, 2014 at a rate of $9.00 per hour. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve hiring Ruth Daugherty as full-time dispatcher. Councilman Sharp asked if $9.00 per hour was the starting wage for new hires. Chief Smith sais yes. Alex –yes, Jean –yes, Norman –yes, John –yes, Jim –yes.
Adjournment:  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to adjourn the meeting at 7:07 p.m. Norman – yes, Alex –yes, Jean –yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
