Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests.

Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of Regular & Special Meetings December 1 & 8 2014.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $3,650.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,500.00.
4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $154,407.50 Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12 Fund 17.

6. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $21,934.91 Fund 20.

8. Approval of December payroll in the sum of $167,394.92. 
A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a city representative to attend bid opening Thursday, January 8, 2015 for proposed splash pad. Mayor Trentham said that seven contractors attended the mandatory pre-bid conference and was encouraged by the number of potential bidders. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Mayor Trentham to represent the city at the bid opening. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding the conduct of the 2015 regular city election including review of ward boundary changes included in Ordinance 248. Councilman Mink presented a map that he obtained from the police department. He said that Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto had Christie color the map to conform to the currently used maps. Miggletto said that he didn’t direct anyone to color a map but he had been using the same map that everyone at the table had been issued when they ran for office.  City Attorney Joe Adair said he had spoken to Margaret McMorrow-Love and she was consulting Diane Pedicord who retired from the Oklahoma Municipal League as an attorney. He said that all officials filed for their respective offices in good faith and as such all actions taken by the council are legal and valid. Adair said McMorrow-Love recommended an amendment to the charter so the ward boundaries accurately reflect in a manner in which the city is operating.  He said there is a possibility that the voters would reject a charter amendment and then the question becomes what to do then.  Councilman Spray said he didn’t see a lot of difference in Ordinance 248 and the year 2000 map. He asked if essentially a charter amendment should be proposed every time a census is conducted. Adair replied yes if you only consider the charter and not state statute.  He said that if the state decided there was an over riding interest at the state level that it would supersede the charter and then the wards could be changed according to state law. Mayor Trentham asked if a couple of options related to the charter amendment could be posed to voters one which would amend the wards and one that could allow the council authority to amend by ordinance. Adair said both were possibilities.  Miggletto said that his research of the newspapers and available city records did not indicate that the charter had been changed after 1983. He said he could review the meeting minutes around the time of the 2000 census map which could be as late as 2003.  The council asked Mr. Adair to further research the issue and advise at a future meeting after the minutes could be reviewed.  NO ACTION TAKEN 
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding the position of detective with the City of Stilwell Police Department. Mayor Trentham said Chief Smith brought in a payroll status change form but wasn’t aware that the position was posted and since it included a promotion with a pay increase he felt it needed to come before the council. Smith said he posted it at the police department and had three officers apply.  He consulted some of his senior officers and decided that Billy Hooper was the most qualified. He Smith said that the position requires a CLEET certified officer. Councilman Spray asked if it was somewhat of a special position. Mr. Adair said it could be applied for by many employees but only a few qualify to be hired. He reviewed the personnel policy and he said posting is not covered but recommended setting a standard way of posting all vacancies. Councilman Isaacs said he didn’t have a problem going with Smith’s recommendation. Councilman Spray asked if the agenda item should include a name and possible rate of pay on a later agenda item.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding business licensing and/or occupational permits for all businesses in the city. Councilwoman Wright requested the item be placed on the agenda.  Councilman Isaacs said we raised trash rates on businesses and he didn’t think putting more on the backs of small businesses was good. Councilwoman Wright said this wasn’t about taxation. She said it was more about business registration contact information for businesses. She said her research indicates the charter and ordinances from our city and others provide the ability to regulate this. She said a simple business directory could be compiled and if it cost a small sum of money to cover the cost of publication then it would be worthwhile. Chief Kevin Stuhmer said the fire department keeps a list of businesses for MDA fundraiser.  Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said it cost $4.00 to the state for every building permit issued. Councilman Spray asked Mr. Adair if there was any way to prohibit businesses in residential areas.  Adair said there isn’t a practical way of addressing that under the current ordinances and zoning.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding invoice SVC-0006423 to Clifford Power Systems in the amount of $2,656.62 for generator repair at the fire department. Chief Stuhmer reviewed the history of this repair for his back up generator. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that he questioned the city’s legal ability to pay the invoice.  The original purchase order issued was for $499.00 and no other amount was encumbered beyond the $499.00. Councilman Spray asked if the city denied the claim. Mr. Adair said they could do that but he recommended paying up to $499.00 which was approved.  He advised that since there was a payment up to $499.00 that no other payment would be made.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to pay only $499.00. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment to Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group for Municipal Property Protection Plan in the amount of $13,000.97 for property insurance coverage. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment to OMAG of $13,000.97. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve repair of sewer line located north of the old police building servicing building owned by Joe West. Mayor Trentham said Water/Waste Water Supervisor Mike Butler and Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler had inspected the issue with the sewer line and that it is on city property therefore it is the city’s responsibility. Terry said the line services an adjoining building but is located on city owned property. Councilman Spray asked if this was not an issue for the utility department. Miggletto explained there was no easement and the line actually lays on the city property and not a utility easement. Mr. Adair said it could be the city had damaged the line when the demolition of the old police station occurred. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to repair the line. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   NONE
Other Business    Samaritan EMS presented the monthly report for December 2014. They received 190 calls which was a record month. 87.80% were Stilwell calls of which 118 were city residents. They are looking at scheduling a fourth truck for Monday through Friday noon to midnight.  Discussion Only.  NO ACTION TAKEN
