REVISED SPECIAL AGENDA
Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 4:24 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance was 1 guest.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to ratify amended Resolution #02-10-2015-A calling for the general election of officers for the City of Stilwell ratifying publication of such. Mayor Trentham explained that the city attorney recommended the council ratifying the changes to the previously approved resolution. Councilman Spray said the filing time of 4:00 p.m. could be defended as the office is only open until 4:00 but in talking with Joe (city attorney) he thought it would be okay to stay the extra hour to be consistent to how we have operated in the past. Councilman Sharp said since we were a charter city that we didn’t need to follow state laws. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that if that were the case then did we follow the state statutes regarding absentee ballots or the voter registration laws that give people until 24 days prior to an election to register to vote? Councilman Spray said the changes are debatable. Councilman Sharp said that the resolution that was passed by the council should have been published and then if necessary someone could file a lawsuit in protest of the resolution.  Miggletto explained that the resolution which was published in today’s paper was substantially the same as the last resolution passed two years ago with the exception of the charter language from section 29 as amended that was requested by Councilman Sharp. He said these efforts were to keep the city out of court. Councilman Sharp questioned why the resolution was signed and adopted the 17th day of February when the council meeting wasn’t until the 18th. Miggletto said that he looked at the resolution that was passed and had concerns so he contacted the city attorney. Subsequently, Joe advised that a special meeting would be needed to make the changes and that with the President’s Day on Monday, February 17, 2015 that the first available time to meet would be Wednesday after the publication deadline.  Miggletto said that if the council didn’t want to ratify the changes that they would need to call a special election as they did not meet the publication deadline.  Mayor Trentham said this was not meant to be put before the council expecting they would just rubber stamp the changes but that the intent was to keep the city legal and still be on time. Councilman Sharp said that the questions Miggletto raised bring up another potential issue with regard to service men and woman who are serving overseas and request a ballot. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to ratify resolution 02-10-2015(A). Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve emergency repair of 1996 Aerial Fire Truck in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer explained the transmission quit without warning following a training exercise in Tahlequah. Due to the height of the truck they will need to have it permitted to trailer it to get fixed.  Jon’s Mid-America who sold us the truck it trying to help find a rebuilt transmission for the truck and in an effort to help us out will sell it to the city at their cost. He said getting the truck up in the air to work on it is the problem. Councilman Isaacs asked if it was an automatic. Stuhmer said it was automatic. The requested amount is over the written quote which should cover transportation to the repair facility selected.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to approve the repair up to $15,000 to paid from either the General Fund or Capital Improvement Fund is possible. Jean –yes, Alex – abstain, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes  MOTION CARRIED
3. Discussion with possible decision to amend fire department budget in the amount of $15,000.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to amend the budget for either the General Fund or Capital Improvement Fund for item 2. Jean –yes, Alex – abstain, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes  MOTION CARRIED
