Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 13 guests.
Mayor’s Comments  Mayor Trentham publicly thanked Street Commissioner Pete Long and his crew for the response to the recent inclement weather. He said the men did a great job with the limited amount of equipment we have to respond to such conditions.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of Regular & Special Meetings February 2, 10 & 18, 2015.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $3,951.57.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,500.00.
4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $128,112.48 Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12 Fund 17.

Councilwoman Wright asked Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto how many months the city had expended more than taken in. Miggletto said that he wasn’t sure and explained that several deposits had been made that were infrequent or non-recurring such as the donations for the splash pad or the funds received from the gas authority for the trash truck which will be paid out once the truck is received. He estimated that 7 of the last 9 months they had a deficit. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the consent agenda. Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve special event 1K Relay for Life Walk/Run April 18, 2015 from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Mayor Trentham explained that Mrs. Kinncade wasn’t able to attend the meeting tonight but this was a fund raiser for the annual Relay for Life event and at this point wouldn’t involve closing streets.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the request. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to accept awnings on the south side of Division Street from 1st to 2nd Street. Larry Strauss representing business owners had brought the quotes for both metal and composition asphalt shingle roofing for the approximate 255 linear feet of awnings to be repaired. The quotes ranged from $13,501 - $15,900. He said the awnings were in need of repair and maintenance. He said the property owners had originally constructed the awnings at no cost to the city. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair what the process was to accept the ownership if it was like the dedication of a street. Adair said it would be wise to get something in writing from each property owner since the awnings attached to the buildings. Councilman Isaacs asked if this needed to be done before voting. Adair said it wouldn’t need to be signed before voting but would condition any spending on receiving written acknowledgement from property owners before expending funds. He advised getting the proper proposal then accepting the awnings. Councilman Sharp recommended having Mr. Adair draw up a document and after Mr. Strauss gets the signatures and then scheduling a special meeting if necessary. NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve repairs & maintenance of awnings on the south side of Division Street from 1st to 2nd Street in an amount not to exceed $16,000 from the Capital Improvement Fund.  NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend administration department budget in an amount not to exceed $16,000.  Councilman Sharp asked if we should get all three bidders to submit new bids. Councilman Spray said it didn’t need to be a special form as long as it was directed to the city.  Code Enforcement Officer Terry Bulter asked if they had they had to be insured and licensed. Adair advised they would need to have sufficient liability coverage. NO ACTION TAKEN 
5. Discussion with possible decision to contract with A-Clean-Potty for the Stilwell Strawberry Festival and Memorial Day at the cemetery. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the contract. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to appoint negotiation representatives for the city for the for FY 2015-16 Fraternal Order of Police Lodge 169 Collective Bargaining Agreement. Councilman Sharp said without dragging out the process he pointed out that a great lot of individuals at the council table were up for re-election and thought it may be better to wait to appoint a body of individuals who might not be there to see the contract negotiations complete.  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding the adoption of written policy and procedure for the use of body worn cameras for the City of Stilwell Police Department. Police Chief Chad Smith said a copy of the proposed policy was approved by Joe. He said it passed the FOP by a slim margin. Councilman Sharp asked about OMAG. Smith said this is the policy that OMAG plans to adopt. Councilman Sharp asked what if they didn’t pass it at OMAG and what about the data. Smith said it was an open record. Councilman Spray asked when it will be engaged.  Smith said he would like to see it in the next two weeks. Adair said he didn’t see any glaring issues and the fact that it was provided by OMAG. Councilman Sharp asked about protection of juveniles. Adair said it is new and will be tested in the courts. Councilman Spray had issue with the terminology of “reasonable amount of time”. Miggletto said that he would prefer the council designate someone to keep the records. He said he preferred it be at the police department similar to the voice recordings of the 911 calls. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to adopt the policy as presented. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to enact provisions under the Public Competitive Bidding Act of 1974 § 119.1 as amended authorizing the City Clerk-Treasurer to negotiate the contract(s) with prospective bidders with confirmation of the city council prior to bid award for trades and services under which no bids were received in public bidding for splash pad and support facilities at Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. City Attorney Joe Adair said that he didn’t think this situation fell under the sited statute.  His understanding of the law is that if the aggregate (total) cost of the project exceeded $50,000 then it would require competitive bidding. Miggletto said the architect advised since the project was bid as a total project and then re-bid by trade then the city had satisfied the requirement. Adair advised that it would be best to solicit for bids by trade one more time before expending public funds.  NO ACTION TAKEN
9.
Discussion and possible decision regarding status and payment of any outstanding bills for prisoner housing agreement from fiscal year July 1, 2014 to present for Sheriff David Hardin for Adair Co. jail. Councilman Spray said the sheriff had called him and he stated the city owed $8,475.00. Mayor Trentham said since the November meeting he was asked by a jail trust member to talk with the sheriff. He said he had met with the Sheriff Hardin, Chief Smith and Doug Inman. He said a question remained when the city picked up someone on a public intox. charge but had a county issued warrant if they were a city prisoner or county.  Councilman Spray said old school was the arresting entity was charged with the upkeep but now no entity is charged until they determine if they are charged in city or district.  Councilwoman Wright said it could be useful to have a written agreement that spells out the procedure.  Miggletto said that after the November meeting with the sheriff it was agreed that they correct their invoice before the city paid. He explained that in the past they submitted a bill to the police department secretary/jailer who would then compare their book-in report to the jail’s invoice.  Miggletto further explained that the bill is never correct and they were paying off of Karen’s corrections but that the jail trust wasn’t crediting off the difference which accounts for most of the balance due they show.  He said that the agreement was that Karen would correct the bill and send it back to the jail and that the city would only pay from a correct invoice. He said matching the exact correct invoice to the amount of the check is the only way to prevent this from happening again.  NO ACTION TAKEN 
10.
Discussion and possible decision regarding status of prisoner housing agreement/contract with Sheriff David Hardin for prisoner upkeep voted by Council on September 8, 2014. Councilman Spray asked why the contract had not been executed.  Mayor Trentham advised that it was twice executed and sent to the jail trust.  Miggletto explained that the contract contained errors such as listing the county sheriff as a party and the city being identified as a town.  Also, the police chief had been listed as the contract signer which is contrary to the city charter which directs that all contracts are executed by the mayor after the approval of the city council.  The issues had been brought to the attention of the sheriff and he has a corrected copy for their consideration.  NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   Councilman Spray said the First Christian Church had purchased property at the southeast corner of Pine & 3rd Street. They are planning to improve the property with some parking and a pavilion but wanted to know about bridging the ditch. Mayor Trentham advised that they street department was working up that direction.  The drainage improvements under way include a new concrete ditch lining between 2nd & 3rd Streets with a new drainage box being built on the south side of 3rd Street.  A timeline had not been established but they are working in that direction.  NO ACTION TAKEN
