Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 4:04 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 6 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve or deny tort claim filed by Dianne Croley. Councilman Sharp said in the past it has been the advice of the city attorney to follow the advice of our insurer.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to deny the tort claim filed by Dianne Croley. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-19-2015-A amending and restating the trust indenture for the Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund authorizing daily valuations and daily accounting for assets within the defined contribution plan. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that the proposed amendment applied only to cities with a defined contribution plan.  The city has a defined benefit plan but as voting members we have the opportunity to vote.  He said OMRF advised that it takes a 2/3 majority of the member cities to amend the trust indenture. The primary reason for this change is so that employees can have an updated plan balance daily and not monthly.  Councilman Sharp asked if this would benefit employees of those types of plans. Miggletto said it would. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to adopt Resolution 03-19-2015-A in support of amending the OMRF trust indenture for changes to defined contribution plan members. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to accept property donated to the city by the Stilwell Area Development Authority more fully described as A tract of land located in the West 210.00 Feet of the NW/4 of the SE/4 of the NE/4 of Section 27, Township 16 North, Range 25 East of the Indian meridian containing 0.80 acres m.o.l.  Mayor Trentham explained that this property was being deeded to the city as opposed to a lease which would expire in the future. He said that it was likely that not all the people sitting at the table would be here when a lease expired and that a deed was the chosen method to donate for the city’s use.  Trentham said it is customary for the city to accept donations and gifts at a council meeting. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to accept the property donated to the city. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to obtain quotes for a trash compactor for the sanitation department’s new CNG cab & chassis. Miggletto said the truck should be delivered later this month and that they wanted to get quotes for the packer that would be installed.  He said this was not an action to purchase but to get quotes.  He said the anticipated amount would be less than the threshold for competitive bidding. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve it. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Resolution 03-19-2015-B requesting the publication of 911 addresses within Adair County.  Mayor Trentham asked 911 representatives Brett Rector and Kevin Stuhmer the status of the addressing process. Mr. Rector advised that the addressing is complete with the exception of about 800 which are being worked out.  Mayor Trentham asked if they could publish what was completed. Mr. Rector said that they use AMS in Oklahoma City which is the company who would mail out the notices which is the first step to converting the addresses. He said this is the sole source vendor for this process. Mr. Rector said that the city opted out of using E-911 addresses when the process began a number of years ago. He said that the city addresses weren’t going to be a part of the addressing. Miggletto said that in the past eight (8) years the city had worked with several different coordinators from Eastern Oklahoma Development District (EODD) and had pledged REAP grant funds to the process. Miggletto said that with each new coordinator he recommended them get with the utility department to see if a service address had been assigned. He sighted an area on North 7th Street which had a service address of 1508 N. 7th but the mailing address is a Rural Route 6 mailing address.  He said if it was assigned for utility service that is should be pretty seamless to adopt for 911 and mail delivery. Mr. Rector explained that if it was not E-911 that EODD wasn’t working on it.  Councilman Sharp asked if EODD should be contacted to see where the grant funds went to and if the citizens of Stilwell received anything in exchange for the funding.  Mr. Rector said if 911 and other agencies were able to get 25 licenses at a cost of $1,060.00 each that the mapping would be released. He explained that each computer would need a license to be able to view and see the addresses. Mayor Trentham asked Mr. Rector and Mr. Stuhmer if passing the resolution would be harmful. They replied it would not. Mr. Trentham suggested that other agencies in the county adopt a similar resolution and together send them to EODD or Congressman Mullin to get the process completed.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Alex Mink to adopt Resolution 03-19-2015-B. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to designate city representatives for bid opening on April 9, 2015 for splash pad improvements at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Miggletto explained that the bidding was underway as required by City Attorney Joe Adair. He said there was a chance that Mayor Trentham may not be able to attend the bid opening on April 9. Councilman Sharp asked if we couldn’t just open them at the council meeting. Miggletto said they could be but the publication would have to start over and they would lose a week but it was possible.  He said the architect had selected the time initially and that was primarily because it was during the business day when contractors usually attend the bid opening. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Mayor Ronnie Trentham with alternate Shelldon Miggletto. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve a 5K Run/Walk for the Adair County Relay for Life to be held Saturday, April 18, 2015 following the same course as the Stilwell Strawberry Festival Run for the Berries. Mayor Trentham said this request is being made due to the large attendance expected. He said the trail was simply too narrow to accommodate the runners.  Police Chief Chad Smith recommended contacting the Sheriff’s Department for assistance on the course that is outside the city limits.  He said he thought the city had officers able to help with traffic control in the busier areas of the course. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the run. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
8.
Discussion with possible decision regarding the Stilwell Farmer’s Market locating at the KCS Depot on Saturdays. Mayor Trentham said there may be a couple of issues that he wanted to make the council aware of. The railroad would buy fencing material to extend the existing fence if the city would provide the labor. He said the department of transportation division engineer had visited the site and was concerned about the potential for pedestrian safety.  Trentham explained that the engineer said the area was a controlled access corridor due to the proximity of the railroad in relation to the highway.  They are discussing fencing the area in a more permanent fashion than the orange temporary barrier fencing discussed earlier.  This may be an issue and he didn’t think any action was needed but wanted to put it on the council’s radar. Councilman Mink said we may need to get the issues worked out before starting the fencing. He said he would be in favor if we get the needed approvals first.  NO ACTION TAKEN
