Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 24 guests.
Mayor’s Comments  NONE
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of Regular & Special Meetings March 2 & 19, 2015.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $4,930.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,500.00.
4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $152,779.01 Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12 Fund 17.

6. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $16,056.90 Fund 20.
7. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $171.58 Fund 30.
8. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $2,776.66 Fund 90.
9. Approval of March payroll in the sum of $152,367.77. 
Councilman Sharp asked why there were two checks to Samaritan EMS. Miggletto explained that the first check was never received so they stopped payment on it at the bank and issued another check. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion only regarding quarterly report from Samaritan EMS. Samaritan reported they had 501 calls that were 911 calls.  Of those, 281 were in the city with 260 meeting the required response time and 21 were over 10 minutes. Councilman Spray asked about issues of finding locations which is the chief compliant. Dave Davis with Samaritan said if 911 publishes the addresses it would be a help. Councilman Mink said there are instances when directions are clearly given and not followed. He asked how that would be remedied. Davis asked that they provide the date and time of the call and they would review them.  He also said based on the condition of the patient sometimes they take alternate routes that take them closest to another medical facility so that if the patient’s condition warrants they can stop at a facility that may not be the destination.  This protocol exists to protect the patient in the event of a medical crisis that exceeds the EMT’s ability to respond.  Councilman Spray said there are some areas of the county not easy to find and we are the only county around that doesn’t have 911 in place.  NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion only regarding animal control duties for the city. Mayor Trentham said Terry Butler is no longer able to do animal control activities.  He said contracting out the service might be considered but no one has yet been able to take on the duties. A private foundation will take animals and an individual is paying the boarding and care if a voucher is completed at the time of surrender. Councilman Isaacs asked about animal dumping from out of town. Councilman Mink asked what the average day was. Butler said as many as 22 in a day and as few as 1. Councilman Mink asked if we needed someone full-time. Butler said maybe two times a year its needed but full-time is not needed.  Councilman Sharp asked about keeping Rick Ford and then contract out the weekends. Mayor Trentham said working with the county could reduce the load on our pound if they used the vouchers. Councilman Sharp asked Ford to study the issue to see about contracting with the city since he is familiar with the service and the council is familiar with his work.  NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to advertise by competitive bid the leasing of city owned property north of Adair County Park for hay cutting with a multi-year option.  Mayor Trentham explained that the cost of fertilizing and spraying was too high for a one-year deal.  He said it would be to someone’s advantage to have a multi-year lease to be able to recoup the cost of spraying and fertilizing. Councilman Spray asked City Attorney Joe Adair if we were O.K. to do multiple years. Adair said it was O.K. Councilman Sharp asked how many years. Mayor Trentham said that was up to the council but at least 3 was his suggestion.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to advertise for bids up to five (5) years payable each year.  Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend ordinance regulating garage sales/yard sales imposing fines or penalties for abandoned signs. Mayor Trentham said he has received complaints for two or three years about signs left after sales.  City Attorney Adair said the current ordinance only allows for one sign to be placed on the site of the sale. Councilman Sharp recommended amending the existing ordinance to allow signs. The council will review the ordinance and visit the issue again.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
5. Discussion with possible decision to close a portion of the alley between 2nd & 3rd between Oak and Division Streets in block 39 of the original town plat of Stilwell, Oklahoma. County Commissioner Chairman Sam Chandler said the renovations and addition to the court house would require the heat and air units to be placed in the alley as opposed to the rooftop. He said the west ½ of the alley beyond the post office would be affected. Architect for the project Mike Martin said equipment on the roof would be problematic because the roof will be sloped. Utilities Manager Julie Hudgins asked the city attorney if closing the alley affected the easement access as they have an 8” sewer main in the area. Mr. Adair advised that no the easements and rights of way are preserved unless all parties are notified and a court action to vacate that portion of the plat is complete. Mr. Martin said they will maintain the easement and they only want to show their need and look for support. Councilman Spray asked how Cherokee Nation would react. Mr. Chandler didn’t see an issue.  Mr. Adair advised notice should still be given to all users of the easement. Councilman Spray asked if the city had to act tonight.  Mr. Adair advised the court can’t decide without the city closing it first.  He advised the notice be mailed to all property owners within the prescribed area first and then the council could take action.  NO ACTION TAKEN 
6. Discussion with possible decision to adopt an ordinance approving the economic development incentive rate for electric customers as unanimously approved by the Stilwell Area Development Authority on March 10, 2015. Mayor Trentham explained that a rate was proposed to the utility board and that it was approved. Councilman Spray asked Hudgins if it was costly. She explained the worst case scenario is a high user in the industrial rate would be close to break-even. Councilman Sharp asked if the jobs weren’t maintained what was the accountability. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that any significant job creation would be monitored by the state under a Quality Jobs Initiative and that we would request an employee roster before the discount would be applied and then each year to demonstrate that the jobs were still there and the discount applies.  He said as the rate is only for 60 months that it would not be tracked after that time had elapsed.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim spray to approve the ordinance for economic development incentive rates for electric customers. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John –yes, Jim – yes

Discussion and possible decision to designate a portion of South Third Street as Stewart Road. Mayor Trentham explained that the family had requested the sign be placed on South Third Street at the Hwy 100 West junction.  It would be placed atop the Third Street sign and would be in memoriam and not actually change the sign.  He said research of the city council minutes around 1983-85 did not reveal any council action.  Councilman Mink asked what can of worms would be opened by doing this. Councilwoman Wright said she remembered something about this when she was younger that the road had two names and she thought the council took action.  It was determined that more research needed to be done before action was taken.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   NONE
Other Business   1.  Councilman Isaacs asked Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto if anything was being done about paying invoices over the purchase amounts. Miggletto advised that he instructed the encumbrance clerk to encumber more than the amount requested by the departments if the shipping costs were unknown.  He said often times they get a quote for street signs or parts and the shipping is estimated but not final until the purchase was made and the shipping was calculated exactly. NO ACTION TAKEN. 2. Councilman Spray commented that the internet is still substandard and no economic development would possible without better internet. NO ACTION TAKEN. 3. Gladys Duvall asked about cleaning up the city. Tires and un-kept properties and junk cars are a problem. Dumping at the city lake is becoming more prevalent. NO ACTION TAKEN
