Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 4:06 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 9 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to grant building permit at 5th & Division Street, Lot 3, Block 41 of the original town plat of Stilwell, Oklahoma for a hair salon/tanning parlor. Mayor Trentham said the property was across from city hall.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said he spoke with the city attorney about any issues with the request.  Miggletto advised that Mr. Adair said he didn’t think the city could prevent it.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the building permit. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve fire run pay to volunteer fire fighters who assist with Relay for Life 5K run on April 18, 2015. Mayor Trentham said that the primary reason is the safety of the runners. He said the route is the same as the Run for the Berries so this would in affect get us ready for the run in May.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the fire run pay for those who help. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to purchase Pak-Mor R220C Curved Shell Packer from Waste Research, Inc in the amount of $54,150.25 for sanitation department to be paid from the Capital Improvement Fund.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said this equipment is for the new truck that was purchased with funds from the gas authority. The truck is due to be delivered in about 30 days. Councilman Sharp asked about the need for competitive bidding.  Miggletto explained that this is a statewide central purchasing price so in affect the bidding had already been done at the state level. The vendor is the same vendor who provided the compactor for the truck last year. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – abstain ,Jim – yes  MOTION CARRIED
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend sanitation department budget in the amount of $54,150.25.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the budget for the sanitation department in the amount of $54,150.25.
5. Discussion with possible decision to retaining special legal council for the city in Case No. CV-2015-31 in the absence of the city attorney. Councilman Spray said that he requested the item be put on the agenda as the city attorney is out of town and will be through the end of the week.  Councilman Sharp asked Karen Smith (Co-Conductor of the election) if she was more comfortable with representation.  Mrs. Smith replied yes. Councilman Sharp said he had not spoken to Glenda (Green – Co-Conductor of the election).  Councilman Mink said he had talked to her and she preferred to have legal council present.  Police Chief Chad Smith asked about employees that are off duty and whether they should be paid while appearing at the hearing. Councilman Spray said he thought they should be paid. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to retain Lloyd Cole to represent the city in this matter. Jean –abstain, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes ,Jim – yes- MOTION CARRIED
6. Discussion with possible to adopt an ordinance fixing the compensation of elected officials. Councilman Sharp said he may have supported this measure if it had been done prior to the filing period as someone in the audience may have filed. He said section 35 of the charter could be interpreted in a couple of different ways. Councilman Mink agreed. Councilman Sharp said he didn’t want the last memories to his neighbors that he gave a raise on his way out the door. Miggletto said for the 8 years he has been clerk he has had no raise and all other clerks previous to him made the equivalent of the department head’s salary. He also said the salary changes have to be done ahead of a term in office and this was the last opportunity before the new term. Councilwoman Wright said she has seen the work that Shelldon has done and that he supervises employees that make more money than him. Councilman Mink said he didn’t see how we could give a raise when we couldn’t afford to give the employees a raise of $0.50. Councilman Isaacs agreed.  NO ACTION TAKEN.
7. Discussion with possible decision to adopt the emergency clause for the ordinance fixing compensation of elected officials. NO ACTION TAKEN
