Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – NOT PRESENT, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – NOT PRESENT, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 31 guests.
Mayor’s Comments  Mayor Roedenbeck thanked everyone who has worked with him in the past month which has went by very quickly.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the consent agenda. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes

Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding appointment of Lloyd E. Cole, Jr. as City attorney with annual salary set at $26,400. Councilwoman Wright suggested tabling the issue until all council members could be present. She said she would also like to have the option of an executive session as this is a personnel issue. Councilmen Mink and Isaacs were ready to address the issue under this item. Councilwoman Wright said she didn’t agree and that no employee should be removed without cause. Councilman Mink said this was something they tried to do for a while. Councilwoman Wright said it looked like this was the ‘good ol’ boy’ system. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to hire Lloyd Cole as City Attorney at a rate of $26,400 per year. Jean –no, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes MOTION CARREID
2. Discussion with possible decision adopting Ordinance No. _____ providing for additional duties and setting compensation of the City Clerk-Treasurer; and providing for emergency.  Councilwoman Wright asked if this was the continuation of his previous duties. Mayor Roedenbeck called for a motion. A motion was made by Jean Wright to approve the ordinance at $2,000 per month.  The motion died for a lack of second – NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to pay invoice dated 5/4/2015 from Lloyd E. Cole, Jr. for representating the City of Stilwell in Trentham vs. City of Stilwell, CV-2015-31 in the sum of $6,715.50. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the payment to Lloyd Cole. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
4. Discussion with possible action to amend Paragraph #12 of Amended Lease Agreement dated 7/1/2000 between City of Stilwell, OK and the Stilwell Area Development Authority, a public trust. Mayor Roedenbeck said the current lease rate is 4% and would increase to 5% to help offset expenses of taking back the park.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the amended lease. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve lease agreement with SAC Nutrition Center for use of the community building for fiscal year 2016. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the lease agreement. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to replace police officer Lancer Reynolds who resigned on 03/31/2015. Chief Smith said he needed to begin the hiring process. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jean Wright to authorize the police chief to begin hiring for the vacant position. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to enter into an agreement with Hopper Termite and Pest Control. Mayor Roedenbeck said they recently had the company spray at the fire department and police department buildings. Councilman Mink asked if the street department had similar issues. Street Commissioner Pete Long said they were. Councilman Mink asked the clerk-treasurer if they were having any issues at city hall. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said they periodically have some but they just use a store bought spray and use when needed. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the agreement. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
8. Discussion with possible decision regarding establishment of a business license permit and fee for any/all business located within the city limits of Stilwell. Councilwoman Wright gave a brief history of the item and wanted an update on the status from Mr. Butler regarding registering businesses so we have contact information.  Councilman Isaacs asked if it was a tax as taxes have to be authorized by a vote of the people. Councilwoman Wright said it wasn’t a tax but a small reasonable fee to pay for the administrative costs for registering. Councilman Isaacs said he talked to some business people and they weren’t happy. Councilwoman Wright then suggested waiving any fee and getting the businesses registered so we knew who was operating in town. Councilman Claphan asked if it was just basic information. Mayor Roedenbeck said they talked about a business directory bud didn’t know where that went. Police Chief Chad Smith asked if the police department would have access to the information after hours. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that a VPN connection already existed between city hall and the police department so it was a matter of setting it up with permissions to look at that specific information. Councilman Isaacs asked if the businesses didn’t want to register. Councilwoman Wright said they could be fined. Councilman Claphan said he saw the need for registration. Councilman Mink asked what details could be worked out. Mayor Roedenbeck said if the fee was left in they would need legal advice. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Alex Mink to move forward dropping the fee effective Jan 1 for all new and established businesses. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to co-sponsor  2015 Fireworks show with Stilwell Kiwanis in an amount not to exceed $3,250.00. Marty Green Kiwanis President said the contract was the same amount as last year. He said Kiwanis was so pleased with the show that they entered into contract immediately after last year’s show. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Alex Mink to approve the co-sponsorship of the annual fireworks show. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
10. Discussion with possible action regarding RC Baseball LLC and non-payment of liability insurance premium for use of the Armory. Mayor Roedenbeck said their insurance has lapsed and that he has been told there are kids left unattended and they are damaging the walls. Councilman Isaacs asked about changing the locks. The mayor said that would be a good idea as there are kids who have keys to the building. A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Norman Isaacs to terminate the contract with RC Baseball.  Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
11. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   NONE 
Other Business Councilwoman Wright apologized to citizens who requested some items be placed on the agenda but they were not placed on the agenda. She said she has always been able to put items on the agenda. Councilwoman Wright read the agenda items that were submitted to the mayor and said they were beneficial to the community and thought it was part of her job as city council member. Mayor Roedenbeck said he was responsible for taking the items off of the agenda as several of them were handled before the meeting and he didn’t think they needed to be on the agenda. Councilwoman Wright said she still thought they needed to be discussed in open forum.  NO ACTION TAKEN  
Citizen Input Citizen Juanita Duvall said that not all the items on the agenda have been discussed in the public. She asked why the item about the city attorney was not discussed. Mayor Roedenbeck said that it was discussed on the way to Oklahoma City when they were being sued. Mrs. Duvall asked about having the meetings recorded or streamed on the internet live so that people not able to attend could still watch the meetings. Mayor Roedenbeck said the meetings could not be released until the minutes were approved at the next meeting and that the meetings would always be a month behind from when they were actually held. Councilwoman Wright said that is not true. She said she has seen several other cities and towns who broadcast their meetings live and even re-broadcast them. Citizen Shawn Wright said that if the council was apprehensive about filming the meetings that he would gladly do it and put them on the web independent of the city.  Councilman Isaacs said that the meetings are supposed to be taped but that he (Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto) writes everything. Miggletto said there is no legal requirement to record the meetings and that the minutes taken are approved by the council each month. He said they are not an exact record of the meetings but a summary of what occurred. Mrs. Duvall said that people in the community want to be involved but when people are shut down then they become discouraged. Councilman Mink said he would never shut someone down who had a good idea. Mayor Roedenbeck said he was accessible as well as the council. Citizen Gladys Duvall said she would like to see something done about properties that are not being taken care of. Several properties are very visible around town and they need to look their best. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said that there is a process by which we have to notify property owners and unfortunately that takes time. Some owners are pretty responsive but some take a lot of time. He said he would rather people call him directly or come to city hall so he could show them the ordinances and state laws rather than resorting to Facebook ™.  Citizen Daniel Isaacs said several properties in Stilwell are owned by people outside of the area. He hears people want businesses to come into Stilwell but he doesn’t believe it will happen. He had contacted some commercial property owners about renting/leasing their buildings and the cost was too high to make the business viable. He said people think the splash pad is going to be a major deal but that it could be a disease infested cesspool if not properly maintained. Miggletto advised that the splash pad is a flow through system as opposed to a reclaiming system which reuses water and can present greater health hazards. Mr. Isaacs also advised the council regarding the selection of an ambulance service. He said he knew of at least three community members have died and he didn’t want the city to have blood on its hands. Councilman Alex Mink said that the issue of an ambulance service was a discussion for another time.  Citizen Shawn Wright asked if the city brought in more money than it paid out last month. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said the revenues exceeded the expenditures.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to adjourn the meeting at 6:59 p.m. Alex – yes, Jean –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. – yes
