1. Discussion with possible decision to approved FY2016 budget as proposed by Mayor.  Motion was made by Alex Mink and seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the FY2016 budget as proposed by the Mayor.  Norman-yes; Jim-yes; Alex-yes; Jean Ann-yes; JR-yes.
