Roll Call Mayor Ronnie Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 5 guests.

Councilman Jim Spray asked City Attorney Joe Adair if it were proper to vote to approve minutes for a meeting that you did not attend. Adair said if he was satisfied with the minutes he could vote to approve. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve special event at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park for F.U.E.L. Mud Volleyball. Blake Burns represented FUEL which is an alliance of ministers and youth minister from various churches in the community.  He requested a volleyball pit be constructed and asked for its use for a mud volleyball fundraiser to help FUEL host various events for area youth.  Currently they host the 5th Quarter fellowships after home football games as well as See You at the Pole.  He said a mud volleyball event in Muskogee recently raised a large amount in one day.  Burns also requested a way to clean players off with either a fire truck or some other readily available supply. Burns said they would purchase poles and nets and donate them to the city after the event and hoped to make it an annual event.  The date for this year would be August 16, 2014. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the event with confirmation from Julie Hudgins and Willis Hothouse at the park and a waiver of liability form be signed.  Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve expenditure up to $10,000.00 for purchase of equipment, materials and supplies for 1982 FMC fire truck conversion to be paid from Capital Improvement Fund. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to act as fiscal agent for the Adair County 4-H receiving and dispersing funds from the Schwan’s Corporate Giving Foundation. Miggletto said this was the same process as last year. In order for the foundation to give money the recipient has to be tax exempt. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve acting as fiscal agent for the Adair County 4-H. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to authorize repair of ambulance not to exceed $8,000.00. Mayor Trentham said this ambulance is at Cedarville Automotive now and needs repairs above the limit of the mayor and clerk. He said as a condition of the lease agreement with Samaritan we would provide our equipment to them in operational condition. Councilman Mink asked if we needed this. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said it was part of the agreement.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to authorize the repair. Alex – yes, Norman –no, Jim – yes MOTION CARRIED
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve payment of $43,295.76 to the Stilwell Improvement Authority from Capital Improvement Fund for FY 2015 loan payments for Stilwell police department building loan and Stilwell fire truck loan. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to establish longevity payment for all employees and establishing tenure and wage rates schedule beginning July 1, 2014 for fiscal year 2014-15. Councilman Spray said he knew money was short but he said it was to reward the faithful long-time employees. Mayor Trentham cautioned the council about their spending. He wanted to voice his concerns. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve. Spray asked Adair if this covers FOP. Joe said historically the FOP gets what the city offers and can negotiate on top of that. An amended motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to be the same as last year. Trentham asked Adair if we were clear enough as he was concerned about wage rates and tenure being in the item. An amended motion was made to the amendment to include full-time employees. Adair asked if the intent was to pay based on last year. After some discussion as to tenure and full-time or part-time eligibility. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to withdraw the motions – NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision to amend all affected department budgets for fiscal year 2014-2015 in the amounts established for fiscal year 2014-2015 longevity payment and tenure wage rates schedule.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   Police Chief Chad Smith said shotguns in the vault need to have site work done on them. He said the cost would be about $250.00. Mayor Trentham said it could be handled administratively. Other Business   1). Councilman Isaacs said he was told the ambulance department was still using the city fuel cards.  Miggletto explained that the vendor’s gas cards were damaged during mailing and that the city agreed to allow the use so the employees wouldn’t have to pay out of pocket and that the company would reimburse the city for all fuel purchased.
