Roll Call Mayor Ronnie Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 33 guests
Mayor’s Comments  Mayor Trentham said that the city had received a letter of award today for the splash pad grant.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of Regular & Special Meetings August 4 & 18, 2014.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $5,070.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,500.00.

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $134,739.43 Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $1,098.88 Fund 13.

6. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12 Fund 17.

9. Approval of August 2014 payroll in the sum of $160,007.59. 
A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion only regarding the Samaritan EMS August report. Dave Davis with Samaritan EMS said the service had 135 calls with 67 being inside the city.  Average response time was 4:21 with 95% compliance. Three calls that exceeded the response time threshold were distance related with response times longer than nine minutes. He said they are working with Memorial Hospital, Tahlequah City Hospital and other providers on STEM-E protocols for heart related calls where the doctors can see the monitors in real time while the patient is in route to the facility. NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding adoption of an ordinance regulating the use of tobacco products in public parks within the city of Stilwell. John Hembree with Adair County CAN could not attend the meeting and asked that the item be tabled.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED – NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion with possible decision to regarding street closure and use of city streets for a Homecoming Hike-Run. Abby Brunk from Stilwell High School addressed the council about a run to be held the week of homecoming.  She said it would be a fund raiser for the senior prom. The race would be held on a Saturday morning at 8:30 a.m. starting at DHS and going around to South Third Street turning onto West Young Avenue and ending back at DHS. Councilman Mink asked Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer if the fire department needed to provide a couple of trucks and personnel to help manage traffic.  Sheriff David Hardin recommended the county commissioners be involved as part of the route is out of the city limits. He said he would also see if his officers could help with traffic control.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the run and personnel to help with the route. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes.   
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve improvements to baseball fields at Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park not to exceed $23,777.00. Mayor Trentham said a quote was in the council packet. The changes would be in response to some safety concerns as well as drainage issues on a couple of the fields. Councilman Mink asked how much the school could pay.  Councilman Sharp asked why the fields were not built to specifications and if the city should go back on the builder, architect or engineer.  Councilman Sharp asked that the city attorney look at the contract before taking action.  NO ACTION TAKEN
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding a request to close alley or road adjoining Alyene Drive. Mayor Trentham said the adjoining land owner has been taking care of the property for a number of years and that the recent development of the Stonebrook Park subdivision to the south has increased foot traffic. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said the road dead ends and would not be opened to the south due to the new development. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Joe Adair if it would be this simple to close the street.  Adair said it would require an ordinance to close and a district court action to vacate that portion of the plat and each adjoining land owner would be entitled to half of the property. Adair said the city couldn’t sell it and it would revert to each owner.  NO ACTION TAKEN
6. Discussion with possible decision regarding speed control and signage at the Stonebrook Addition. Jana Willey who manages the property said there are no street signs or stop signs in the subdivision.  She requested signs, speed bumps and Children At Play signs be posted to slow traffic.  Police Chief Chad Smith said the areas has house numbers but no street signs and all of the different streets start as Stonebrook which can be confusing when officers respond. City Attorney Joe Adair said a cost estimate would need to be obtained and a future agenda would need to be heard. Adair said the expenditure could be made from the street department.  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve contract with Stilwell Public Schools for the provision of School Resource Officers for FY 2014-15. Councilwoman Jean Wright asked if these officers receive specialized training in dealing with restraining children specifically special needs children. Chief Smith said two of the officers have been to school resource officer training and that as officers they were fully acting within the bounds as a law enforcement officer. Councilman Spray said the officers could act and restrain anyone in need. Councilman Sharp asked if the city was covered from an insurance stand point. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that since the school is contracting with the city and we are scheduling officers it was his understanding that we are covered.  He said before when officers were driving city vehicles and using city issued equipment but paid by the school there was some question of coverage but since we have a contract to provide them with officers we would use OMAG coverage if a claim was filed.  Miggletto added that this was the same contract as last year.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the contract.  Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to approve contract with Cherokee Nation for office space lease at the Stilwell Community Building effective October 1, 2014 to September 30, 2015. Miggletto said he recommended striking the first sentence of section 26 as the city is not a licensed broker of real estate.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the contract omitting the first sentence of section 26. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to approve contract with the Adair County Jail Trust Authority for the housing of city inmates. Sheriff David Hardin asked the council if there were any questions about the contract. Mayor Trentham said he had issues with the city paying while some other agencies are not paying. Hardin said that was a two part question. He agreed that paying should be fair across the board. He said tax revenue at ½ cent was $27,000-$40,000 thousand per month with a $10,000 payment for the loan to construct the facility. He said the Oklahoma Department of Corrections contract expired in 2009 and the new DOC director has ended long term contracts with counties. He said the new tax should be received soon but it will still fall short of operating the jail.  He said new regulations have increased operations cost. Trentham said he wanted to see the city treated fairly. Councilman Mink said the tax that was being collected should be enough to pay the bill. Hardin said the Sheriff’s office doesn’t receive any of the taxes or fine revenue and his department operates on what the county commissioners appropriate. Councilman Sharp said he read an attorney general’s opinion to understand without a valid contract the jail isn’t obligated to accept city inmates.  Hardin said he didn’t want hard feelings between the city and the jail trust. Councilman Sharp said he didn’t like the thought of paying but as long as we continue to enforce municipal ordinances we needed to have an agreement. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to approve the contract. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to authorize the solicitation of bids for a new Freightliner CNG powered cab & chassis for the sanitation department. Mayor Trentham said that at the last gas authority meeting the money was approved to purchase a truck for Stilwell. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to advertise for bids for the truck. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
11. Discussion with possible decision to amend the sanitation department budget in the amount of $172,000.00 for sanitation truck and packer unit. Councilman Sharp asked if this was needed prior to taking bids.  Miggletto said that it could wait but he didn’t want it to be forgotten. He said no expenditure could legally be made without the council approving a bid. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to amend the budget for sanitation department for $172,000. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
12. Discussion with possible decision authorizing the purchase of packer/compactor for new CNG sanitation truck not to exceed $49,000. Councilman Sharp said he thought it was premature to authorize this purchase prior to the award of a bid and purchase of a vehicle to put the compactor on.  NO ACTION TAKEN
13. Discussion with possible decision regarding agreements & rules for use of Adair County Park and Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park. Mayor Trentham said rules from other communities or other agencies could be helpful. He said several groups use or request to use the parks for different sporting events. He said sometimes fees for use are waived.  He said some structure and rules are needed. Citizen Clarissa Martin approached the council about use of Adair County Park. Councilman Mink said he thought the Adair Park needed to be available at all times. Trentham said that misuse and vandalism were the reasons why the ball fields are locked up so that city workers don’t have to go out after each weekend and clean up and repair the park. He said that if users all respected the park and kept it clean it may not need to be locked when not in use but that has not been the case.  NO ACTION TAKEN
14. Discussion and possible decision to compensate fire fighters for hose testing in the sum of $4,000.00 to be appropriated out evenly among those attending. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the payment. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
15. Discussion and possible decision on a $30,000.00 rural fire grant 80/20 reimbursement grant for the fire department. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said this grant came around once a year. He said the maximum was $30,000 for construction or $20,000 for equipment. He said he filled out the application and needed signatures and budget information. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that he had some concerns with the application such as the stipulation that we have a lease or ownership of the property. Stuhmer said he didn’t follow up on that after the lease was approved in principle last year.  Miggletto also said that the matching funds of 20% were not appropriated. He recommended applying next year with sufficient time to get all of the requirements met before the deadline.  Councilman Sharp said it appears as though we were a few days late.  NO ACTION TAKEN
16. Discussion and possible action to lease or purchase property (the old Bradley home) from/with Stilwell Utility for location of Stilwell Fire Department 2nd fire station. NO ACTION TAKEN
17. Discussion with possible decision to approve hiring architects and/or engineers for plans & specifications for Stilwell Public Library roof project and children’s wing expansion. Miggletto said in response to Councilman Sharp’s recommendation at last month’s meeting he brought the item back to the council to approve hiring architects and/or engineers for the full project. He said that the roof project needed a standard set of specifications from which to bid. City Attorney Joe Adair said he agreed that in order to competitively bid the project that everyone must bid from the same standards. Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he also agreed that it needed an engineer to design and specify the materials. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the hiring of engineers at a cost not to exceed $6,000.00 to be paid from the Library Fund. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes 
At this point the council recessed the meeting for a 5 minute break at 8:31 p.m.

18. Discussion with possible decision regarding the roof replacement or improvement at Stilwell Community Building. Mayor Trentham said the roof needs attention and that now the city has two tenants in the building it was even more urgent. Councilman Sharp said he thought Terry (Butler) could prove helpful in this matter. Butler said he could get a couple of estimates from some local builders to find a rough cost.  NO ACTION TAKEN
19. Discussion with possible decision regarding placing Ricky Ford on a part-time basis with the Fire Department and continuing as part-time animal control officer with compensation to be determined for these duties. Councilman Isaacs asked if it needs to be posted for other employees. Adair said he thought for this position it should be posted.  NO ACTION TAKEN
20. Discussion and possible decision to hire Ricky Ford as full-time employee of the Fire Department with extra duties as animal control officer with compensation set for this position and duties. Councilman Spray said the intent was to use Mr. Ford in both departments. Terry Butler said he would resign the duties after the first of the year and would be done. Miggletto asked if this would be under the fire pension or OMRF. Councilman Mink said he asked Joe and this position would need to be posted in order to fill it.  Stuhmer said it would be an employee not a fire fighter and would be on the city’s retirement plan.  NO ACTION TAKEN
21. Discussion and possible decision to amend the Fire Department budget to compensate for the proposed employee position. NO ACTION TAKEN

23. Consideration and possible vote to enter into executive session for the purpose of discussing the status of negotiations with the Fraternal Order of Police, Lodge No. 169 for a collective bargaining agreement for FY 2014-2015 as authorized by 25 O.S. Section 307(B)(2).  NO ACTION TAKEN
24. Consideration and possible action on item discussed in executive session including vote on a proposed Collective Bargaining Agreement for FY 2014-2015 between the City of Stilwell and the Fraternal Order of Police, Lodge No. 169 bargaining agreement for FY 2014-2015 (possible executive session Title 25. O.S. § 307(B)(2). A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the roll-over contract for FY 14-15 between the City of Stilwell and F.O.P. Lodge 169. Alex – yes, Jean – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
