Roll Call Mayor Trentham called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, John Sharp – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Trentham – present, City Attorney Joe Adair – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 20 guests.

Mayor’s Comments  Mayor Trentham wished everyone a Merry Christmas.  As winter weather approaches he asked that everyone be patient as city workers responded to clear the streets.
Consent Agenda 
1. Approval of minutes of Regular Meeting November 3, 2014.
2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $1,970.00.

3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,500.00.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
Regular Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision regarding application for Community Facilities grant from USDA for the library children’s wing construction. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that the city has been encouraged to apply for the funding for the upcoming cycle.  He said the maximum grant funds available would be $50,000.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to make the application for grant funds under the Community Facilities program with USDA. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to commit up to $66,000.00 in additional funding for children’s wing construction. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that in order to apply for the USDA funding in item #1 that all other funds would have to be secured or committed prior to application. Dr. Grace Ferris representing the Stilwell Public Library Friends Society said that several other smaller grants are in various stages of application and that they may offset any additional commitment the city would make under this agenda item. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the commitment of additional funds up to $66,000.00 for Stilwell Public Library expansion.  Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
3. Discussion with possible to solicit for competitive bids for the construction of the Stilwell Public Library children’s wing construction. Councilman Sharp asked if this was premature.  Miggletto stated that the approval could wait but that they were just requesting it when the final plans were ready.  Councilman Sharp said he would prefer to wait on publication until we finalize the funding.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED.
4. Discussion only regarding internet and phone service provider Windstream. Aaron Morris Oklahoma market manager, Cy Bray local technician and Scott Kuck local market manager representing Windstream spoke about the issues reported with internet service. He said recent articles in the paper and reached out to the mayor. He presented some information about investments made in the Stilwell market in recent years. He said they are currently diversifying whereby larger consumers will be pulled from our network which will increase speed and reliability.  Councilman Spray asked about additional federal monies. Mr. Morris said the connect America fund I & II have been allocated. He said from his understanding they are working on III & IV are in the works. Councilwoman Wright said she is having issues and not getting the 12MB but was told by customer service that it was Stilwell and she was not ever going to get the speed she is paying for.  NO ACTION TAKEN
5.  Discussion with possible decision to approve annual safety stipend for all full-time and part-time employees who have worked at least 30 hours in the past 30 days in the amount of $200.00. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the stipend for all affected employees. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve annual safety stipend for all volunteer fire fighters in the amount of $200.00. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the stipend for all volunteer fire fighters. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
7. Discussion with possible decision to approve calendar year 2015 meeting dates. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the meeting dates for 2015. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to approve calendar year 2015 city holiday schedule. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the city holiday schedule for 2015. Jean –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision regarding the conduct of the 2015 regular city election. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink for Glenda Green to conduct the city election.  Councilman Isaacs said that Glenda Green has conducted several city elections and she was willing to do it again. Fire Chief Kevin Stuhmer said he would really like not to have it at the fire department.  Councilman Spray said he ask this to be put on the agenda. He said last time the city waited too late for the county to conduct the election. Police Chief Smith asked how much the cost was for the county to conduct the election. Councilman Spray said the cost from the county was less but the city was generous last time.  Councilman Sharp said he thought someone would question that city officials running for office was supervising or conducting the election. Councilman Sharp asked Mayor Trentham to contact the county election board to get an approximate cost for them to conduct the election.  Councilman Spray said that state law protects elected officials acting in their capacity but wondered about employees. City Attorney Joe Adair said that if the city vested a duty to an employee then the city would have a duty to defend them in the event of legal action.  Norman Isaacs withdrew his motion and Alex Mink withdrew his second.  NO ACTION TAKEN
10. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311.)   NONE
Other Business   Councilman Isaacs wished everyone a very Merry Christmas. Mayor Trentham said sometimes items fail to make it on the agenda such as a road closure that he didn’t receive until after the agenda was posted. He asked if he communicates with the police chief and approves these type of house keeping items that he was not side-stepping the city council. 

Councilman Sharp asked Adair if it would work for the mayor to call council members for this type of procedure. Adair advised that he would not do that but the mayor could do some administrative actions for temporary or short term situations. Adair recommended not making that a habit. They mayor is to handle the day to day operations of the city that the council can’t attend to on a daily basis.  NO ACTION TAKEN.
