Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – arrived at 4:07 p.m., and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 12 guests.
Mayors Comments  The mayor thanked employees for the work during the recent rains.  Some employees worked extra hours in response to flash flooding.

Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision regarding Code Enforcement Officer’s request regarding dilapidated structures and property code violations.  Code Enforcement Officer Jeromy Johnson presented photos on a sample of properties that need addressed. He stated that some are rental properties and some have open cellars one has 6’ of water and is dangerous to children. He said that the legal process would take at least 180 days before we could take action that would then involve expending money. He said some don’t have structures but are overgrown. He said they could file a lien on the properties,  but would likely never be paid back unless the property is sold. Johnson said he went with Cherokee Nation to inspect a home that had trees growing up through the walls and floor and they requested the house be condemned. He said if its condemned and it takes 180 days and after it is posed the landowner has to repair it before it can be occupied again. It would require legal advice/action by the city attorney. He said his goal would be two properties per year and hopefully other property owners would follow suit. Councilman Mink said he supports him doing what is necessary to get things cleaned up.  Johnson said he didn’t need action taken at this time but wanted to make the council aware that they may be getting phone calls from property owners.  NO ACTION TAKEN
2. Discussion with possible decision to declare surplus merry-go-rounds from Ganum Dobbs Park authorizing sale or disposal. Councilwoman Wright said she thought the park was D.B. Gains park and not Ganum Dobbs.  City Attorney Lloyd Cole said it was a technical issue but everyone knew the park involved. The mayor said that the equipment has been removed from the park as it was a danger to children. He was approached by someone who saw it at the street department and wanted to purchase some of the equipment.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the surplus and sale. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to accept the resignations of Charles Bennett and Felix Ross, Jr. from the Stilwell Utility Department/Stilwell Area Development board positions. Councilwoman Wright asked when they resigned. The mayor showed letters from Mr. Bennett and Mr. Ross.  Councilman Spray asked when Jr. (Ross) resigned. The mayor said December 18, 2015. 4. Discussion with possible decision to approve the mayoral appointment of Dr. Neil Morton to the Stilwell Utility Department to fill the expired term of Charles Bennett. Councilman Spray asked about new people willing to serve. Councilwoman Wright asked if there was a recommendation from the remaining utility board members.  Mayor Roedenbeck said he hadn’t received anything.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to confirm the mayoral appointment of Dr. Neil Morton to the term of Charles Bennett. 5. Discussion with possible decision to approve the expenditure up to $3,500.00 for springs and float tires for sanitation truck. Street Commissioner Terry Butler said the vendor in Fayetteville recommended this for a temporary fix. He said they would still wear tires bu the solution would help steering. He said it would put more weight onto the frontend. Councilman Spray asked front or back springs. Butler said it was rear springs. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure up to $3,500.00. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes

Councilman Mink said that it could still be done by the person currently doing the job.
