PUBLIC HEARING – PROPOSED ANNEXATION OF PROPERTY TO BE KNOWN AS THE DOGWOOD II ADDITION TO THE CITY OF STILWELL.

The public hearing was opened by Mayor Roedenbeck at 4:03 p.m.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained the request from engineers hired by Cherokee Nation to design the development which will include the construction of a dead end street with six lots for single family housing to be constructed in the near future. City Attorney Lloyd Cole said he had reviewed the petition for annexation and the related documents and found it to be in proper form. With no other comment the mayor concluded the public hearing at 4:05 p.m.
Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 4:05 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – NOT PRESENT, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 13 guests.
Mayors Comments The mayor thanked the department heads.  He said that Willis is working on spring scheduling for the fields at the park and it is going to be a busy season.
Consent Agenda

Mr. Cole noted that the minutes from the January 4 meeting were not in the packet but that they had been received after the packets were delivered.  A motion was made by J.R. Claphan seconded by Jim Spray to approve the consent agenda.  Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to adopt Ordinance 370; an ordinance annexing property to the city to be known as the Dogwood II Addition to the City of Stilwell. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt Ordinance 370 annexing property to be known as the Dogwood II Addition. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to adopt the emergency clause for the Ordinance 370 annexing property to be known as the Dogwood II Addition to the City of Stilwell. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the emergency clause for Ordinance 370 – Dogwood II Addition. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve financial audit for fiscal year 2015 ended June 30, 2015. Auditor Mike Green presented the audit for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2015.  He said that this was the first time an opinion was issued with no exceptions.  Mr. Green noted that the financial statements were presented under the GAAP basis of accounting and it included the financial statements of the Stilwell Area Development Authority (SADA/Utility Dept) which had previously been omitted. He explained that the utility is a component unit of the city and it is most correct to have all component units of the city included.  He said the opinion was clean with no exceptions.  New to the report this year was the GASB 68 requirement that highlighted the pension liabilities and the impact on the balance sheet of the city’s financials.  He reported that the city’s portion of the pension liabilities is $493,581.00.  No issues were found in internal controls. He referenced the management recommendation letter and noted three (3) areas that need to be addressed.  Mr. Cole recommended the items be placed on the next agenda.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the financial audit as presented. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve a special event permit for the Kiwanis Club of Stilwell for the 69th Annual Stilwell Strawberry Festival; waiving permit fee. Marty Green representing the Kiwanis Club of Stilwell along with members Lynda Hagar, Grace Ferris and Faye Dodwell gave an update on planning for the festival thus far with no significant changes from the previous years’ request.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the special event permit waiving the fee for the 69th Annual Stilwell Strawberry Festival. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to act as fiscal agent for the Stilwell Kiwanis Club for the Oklahoma Arts Council Grant Program for the 2016 Stilwell Strawberry Festival. Miggletto explained this is the same grant for which the city has applied the last three years.  He said the money flows through the city and goes to help with better quality musical entertainment for the city.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to approve acting as fiscal agent for the Oklahoma Arts Council Grant. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve expenditure for portable toilets for the Stilwell Strawberry Festival at a cost not to exceed $1,800.00.  Councilman Isaacs asked if the cost had gone up. Miggletto said that the amount has not changed in the previous three years but they anticipated an increase and the amount requested should cover it. Miggletto asked the Kiwanis members if they had any issues with the vendor or the service provided. Mr. Green said no complaints to his knowledge.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the expenditure up to $1,800. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding awnings on the south side of Division Street between 1st and 2nd Streets. Mr. Cole said the awnings need repaired as they are a danger. He said as a property owner he was willing to share in the proportionate share of the cost associated.  Councilman Spray said he thought it would improve the looks of downtown.  Mr. Cole said it was the city’s responsibility to maintain no matter who built it originally.  A motion was made by Norman Isaac seconded by Jim Spray to be receptive to improvements and suggestions by the property owners. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
8. Discussion with possible decision regarding code violations regarding property conditions, inoperable vehicles and matters of public health and safety related to violations.  The mayor said that Code Enforcement Officer Jeromy Johnson could not be here and the property owners affected were not in attendance. THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
9. Discussion with possible decision to approve the expenditure up to $2,500 for electrical service for baseball and softball score boards at the Edna M. Carson-Stilwell Community Park.  Parks Director Willis Hothouse said the high school sports teams were getting scoreboards and they needed electric ran to them.  Mayor Roedenbeck asked if the city was being asked to purchase the score boards.  Mr. Hothouse said no that they were being privately donated.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to approve the expenditure up to $2,500. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
10. Discussion with possible decision to amend parks & recreation budget in the amount of $2,500.00 – Park Construction 20-16-615205. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to amend the parks & recreation budget in the amount of $2,500.00. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
11. Discussion with possible decision to approve the expenditure up to $3,500.00 for springs and float tires for 2015 sanitation truck. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to approve the expenditure of $3,500.00 for 2015 sanitation truck improvements. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
12. Discussion with possible decision to amend the sanitation department budget in the amount of $3,500.00 – Vehicle Maintenance 10-11-610100. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to amend the sanitation department budget in the amount of $3,500.00. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes 
13. Discussion with possible decision to allow the fire department to create and publish bids and specifications for the construction of Stilwell Fire Station # 2. Fire Chief David Bruner asked for permission to press on with advertising and obtaining bids for the next council meeting.  Miggletto asked if the cost of the project would exceed $50,000. Bruner said it would exceed $50,000. Miggletto asked the city attorney about the process.  Mr. Cole said that bid specifications would need to be obtained and published in accordance with the statutes related to public improvement projects.  He recommended that specifications be made and delivered to him and the clerk-treasurer for review and proper publication.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to authorize for bids & specifications subject to city attorney approval. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
14. Discussion with possible decision regarding Tort Claim filed by Dusty Miggletto in the amount of $1,195.00.  Mayor Roedenbeck explained that the street department damaged the building when falling a tree. He recommended paying the claim outside of an insurance claim to prevent the premiums from going up at renewal. Miggletto said the damage was minimal with no injuries.  A motion was made by J.R. Claphan seconded by Jim Spray to approve the payment of claim in the amount of $1,195.00. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
15. Discussion with possible decision to appoint Rhonda Patterson to the position of payroll clerk at a rate up to $15.00 per hour. (Possible Executive Session Title 25, O.S. 307(b)(1). Councilman Isaacs said some department heads did not receive the vacancy notice. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to hire Rhonda Patterson at a rate of $15.00 per hour. Jim –yes, Norman – no, J.R. –yes  MOTION CARRIED
16. Discussion with possible decision to declare the position of accounts payable clerk vacant and post internally in accordance with city policy. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was necessary since Patterson was just hired. Mayor Roedenbeck advised that since Ms. Patterson was just moved into the position of Payroll Clerk that her position was now vacant.  Councilman Isaacs asked if the position needed to be filled. Miggletto said yes it needed to be filled.  He said as a matter of good internal controls and to make it easier to operate the city if and when other employees of city hall are absent from work. Miggletto said he would like to be able to save the money but practically speaking it was necessary.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to declare the position vacant and post internally in accordance with city policy. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
17. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311). 1. Miggletto advised that EODD notified the city that due to state budget cuts the REAP grant previously approved for the fire department had been reduced by $250.00. 2. Miggletto advised that the CDBG 2013 grant for drainage improvements had expired and an extension was being requested for construction delays due to rain. 3. In relation to the drainage grant Miggletto had received a quote for additional tin horns needed for the project.  Street Commissioner Terry Butler was not in attendance due to a family medical issue but had requested the quote on the tin horns. Miggletto asked Mr. Cole if the material could be ordered if approved by the council. Cole said it would be appropriate since the quote was received after the agenda was posted.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by J.R. Claphan to approve the purchase of tin horns from Dub Ross Company in an amount not to exceed $5,600.00. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
Other Business  There was none.
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to adjourn the meeting at 5:09 p.m. Jim –yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
