Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 13 guests.
Mayors Comments The new ambulance service is in effect. Mike Little is the local director. They have been busy.

A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the consent agenda except for item #8 on the minutes from June 1, 2015. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto asked City Attorney Lloyd Cole if they could approve the minutes ‘except for’.  Mr. Cole advised unless there was an error and they were an accurate summary of the meeting they should be approved as printed. He said if they wanted to rescind the action on a future agenda they could.  Councilman Isaacs withdrew his motion and Councilman Mink withdrew his second.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by J.R. Claphan to approve the consent agenda correcting item #10 to reflect June payroll not May.  Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to write-off all accounts receivable ambulance accounts for all runs prior to July 1, 2014 as uncollectible. Miggletto explained that since the city was changing the method of accounting to the accrual basis that these receivables would have to be booked to the balance sheet or written off. Since most accounts were over a year old he said the likelihood of collection is slim.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to write-off all accounts receivable for the ambulance department. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to terminate agreement with Mediclaims for billing and collections of ambulance accounts. Miggletto said since we were not billing any new accounts and writing off the old accounts these services were no longer needed. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to terminate the agreement effective immediately. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding Inter-Agency Memorandum of Understanding between the Stilwell Area Development Authority and the City of Stilwell.Mayor Roedenbeck explained it is for the use of the park equipment shed and office currently on utility property. Bill Garrett, Chairmanof the SADA said the changes to the agreement have not been made but they have until next week for SADA to entertain it. Attorney Cole said to have SADA approve the agreement and then bring back to the council.  NO ACTION TAKEN
4. Discussion with possible decision to amend Article 13, Article 16 and Article 21 of the FOP Contract. Miggletto asked if a new contract had been passed. Police Chief Chad Smith said no that these were individual elements to the contract that had been negotiated. Mayor Roedenbeck said that article 13 needs to be changed where the police chief has authority to discipline the officers. FOP President Steven Roberts said the change in wages on article 16 were instead of an increase of $0.40 per year every four years it would change to $0.50 per year every year on the officers anniversary date which is only $0.10 per hour more per year than the current contract.  Councilman Spray asked if this would have any bearing on agenda item 7. Roberts replied no that it would be nice to get both but they weren’t expecting it if this is approved. Article 21 requests specific equipment be purchased. Miggletto asked if this equipment would be purchased every year. His concern was that if it said to purchase these items that it would allow for purchase every year even though the need wasn’t there. Chief Smith said it was only going to be purchased on an as needed basis. Miggletto said he had complaints from some officers about equipment needed but that the police department only used about 10% of what was budgeted. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve changes to Article 13 changing from Mayor to Chief; Article 16 wages as submitted of $0.50 per year on the anniversary date and Article 21 equipment purchased as requested: Traffic vest, rain jacket and puncture resistant gloves. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding request from Gerald Wiltshire and Ed Walden to hold  Car Show on September 26, 2015 and Cruise Night on September 27, 2015.  The mayor explained the street closure on Division Street between 1st & 2nd from 3:00 – 6:30 p.m. with the cruise going from 6:30 p.m. – 10:00 p.m.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the street closure, car show and cruise night with no burn-outs. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Willis Hothouse at a rate of $11.75 per hour effective July 1, 2015. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding pay raise for employees at $.50 per hour, (possible executive session, Title 25 O.S. Section 307 B1). A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the $0.50 per hour increase to all employees effective July 1, 2015 excluding collective bargaining unit members. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
8. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311). 1) Rhea Terrapin with the Adair County Mental Health Service requested a handicap parking space be designated at the Stilwell Police Department next to the building they rented which has no parking. She said several clients need to be close to the front door but off the street. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to put a handicap parking space as requested. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes 2) The Library Advisory Board has a vacancy and they have recommended Michael Cargill.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jim Spray to confirm the mayoral appointment of Michael Cargill to the Stilwell Public Library Advisory Board. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes
