Special Meeting – July 20, 2015

Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – NOT PRESENT, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole– present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 3 guests
REVISED Special Agenda

1. Discussion and possible action regarding Memorandum of Understanding between SADA and the City of Stilwell regarding leasing equipment building. Mayor Roedenbeck informed the council that the attorney for SADA had reviewed the agreement and the SADA board had approved and signed the agreement. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the memorandum of understanding as presented. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes 
2. Discussion with possible decision regarding hiring auditor for FY2015 audit. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Mike Green as auditor for FY 2015. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision regarding renewal and/or change to employee health insurance for FY2016 effective August 1, 2015. Mayor Roedenbeck said that renewal of the existing policy would mean an increase of 12%. He recommended either raising the deductible for Blue Cross/Blue Shield from $500 to $1,000 which will mean an increase of 4.98% or change carriers to AETNA with a $500 deductible with an increase in premiums of 6.24% over the current cost. Councilman Mink said he had talked to several employees and they favored staying with Blue Cross/Blue Shield. Councilman Spray asked if Insure Oklahoma would help with any offset. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said that they have about 7 employees who qualify and the city is able to recoup about $24,000 per year on those premiums.  Miggletto also said that the last time the deductible was increased from $300 to $500 that it only affected 34% of the group as most employees never reached their deductibles. Councilman Spray said that most employers are facing the same challenges with healthcare and that more and more employees are having to become responsible for the cost by sharing the premiums.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to renew the policy with Blue Cross/Blue Shield with an increase in deductible from $500 to $1,000. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding the surplus of city vehicles. Mayor Roedenbeck said that the 2 vehicles recommended for surplus were the oldest ambulance and sanitation truck now that the second CNG truck was placed into service. He said that Kevin Stuhmer had recommended using the Purple Wave® website which is an auction site mainly selling government or fleet vehicles. Mr. Cole recommended in the future itemizing the vehicles in the agenda item.  Councilman Spray asked Mr. Cole if they needed to wait and take action at a future meeting. Cole replied that they could take action if the vehicles were listed in the motion.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to surplus and offer for public sale a 2007 Ford Ambulance and a 2001 Sterling Sanitation Truck. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes
5. Discussion with possible decision regarding retirement incentive. Miggletto said that this incentive had been offered in odd numbered years for the past four years.  He said that at least 5 people qualify and that some of the positions may not be filled or would be contracted to third parties. He said the financial justification is that we would hire in new employees at a lower rate than those retiring. He said that after the three year period of incentive that the city would save the difference in hourly wages, vacation and retirement contributions thus saving the city money. Councilman Isaacs asked if this was the same as last time. Miggletto said yes but he recommended changing the payment dates on Option #2 to “not later than June 30, 2016, 2017 & 2018” rather than November 1, 2015. He said this would give the employees a chance to plan their retirement date. Councilman Mink asked if this who was the last employee who took advantage of this program. Miggletto said it was Dan Abbott. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to take applications with the recommended changes to Option #2 to no later than June 30, 2016. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes
6. Discussion only regarding approval of contract with Pafford EMS. Mayor Roedenbeck wanted the council to see a draft of the contract with some blanks that are still be sorted out. He said the proposed monthly subsidy would be $9,500 and they would rent the building from the city for $1,000 per month. Miggletto wanted the council to be aware that the service is licensed as a BLS (Basic Level Service). He said that the City as well as Samaritan was licensed as an ALS (Advanced Level Service) which was a higher degree of licensure. He said he wanted to point that out as a change from what was previously provided. Councilman Isaacs asked if the county was paying anything. Mayor Roedenbeck said no. Councilman Spray said he thought they were aware that the house bill 1888 placed that obligation on them.  NO ACTION TAKEN
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding approval of Memorandum of Agreement with Stilwell Area Development Authority for pass through grants for utility improvements. Miggletto explained that some of the grants for utility improvements would have to flow through the city similar to the Oklahoma Arts Council grant that the city passes through to the Kiwanis Club of Stilwell.  Mr. Cole said he had not looked at the agreement. He said he was aware of the need. Councilman Mink said he knew they were in need of upgrades.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approved the agreement contingent upon approval by the city attorney and the attorney for SADA. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim –yes
Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to adjourn the meeting at 6:33 p.m. Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes
