Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 15 guests.
Mayors Comments Compliments regarding the new ambulance provider have been received from the public.
Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of Regular Meeting July 6, 2015 and Special Meeting July 20, 2015.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $3,905.00.
3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,650.00. 

4. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $135,588.29 Fund 10.

5. Approval of payment of claims in the sum of $3,598.12 Fund 17.

9. Approval of July 2015 payroll in the sum of $155,654.45.
Councilman Mink asked why the special duties approved for the clerk were excluded from the minutes. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto advised that the special duties ordinance was approved at a June 11 special meeting and were approved in the July consent agenda. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to ratify surplus and sale by auction or sealed bid of a 2007 F-450 Ambulance and 2001 Sterling Sanitation Truck with packer. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained that the council had approved the surplus but had not included the year, make and model of the vehicles so an agenda item to ratify would make clear the previous action.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to ratify the surplus and sale of the 2007 Ford F-450 ambulance and the 2001 Sterling sanitation truck with packer. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
2. Discussion with possible decision with respect to a resolution authorizing the modification of the security with respect to certain outstanding indebtedness of the Stilwell Area Development Authority, specifically adding electric system revenues to the security pledge agreement; and containing other provisions related thereto. City Attorney Lloyd Cole explained that the debt instrument (bond debt) requires the utility department to operate with a certain amount of reserve after expenses.  Due to increased costs of operation they are not meeting that reserve and are asking to pledge electric revenue as additional security on the debt agreement.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the resolution as presented. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve FOP contract with amended articles.  Mayor Roedenbeck said Lloyd (Cole) had reviewed the amendments and they were acceptable.  FOP President Steven Roberts asked when the contract would be signed so that officers who were due longevity in July and August would receive it.  Mayor Roedenbeck said it could be signed as soon as possible. Mr. Roberts had two copies ready to sign and presented them to the mayor.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to approve the FOP contract with amended articles. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to approve service agreement with Preferred Office Products for copier maintenance and toner at city hall. Miggletto explained that the when the copier was purchased we also pre-paid for 5 years’ maintenance and toner with the grant funds.  That time has elapsed and it is still in really good condition.  This agreement would be for toner and regular maintenance. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the agreement as presented. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
5. Discussion with possible decision to approve FY 2015-16 longevity schedule retroactive to July 1, 2015. Councilman Mink asked the city attorney if extra duties covered longevity. Cole said he wasn’t familiar with the program and asked the clerk if there was a policy on who is covered for longevity. Miggletto replied that there wasn’t a personnel policy that covered it.  He said the past two years it has been approved by the council and paid to him as well as other employees who have worked over 5 years. Councilman Mink asked why the council wasn’t included. Miggletto replied for the same reason that they are excluded from the retirement system. They are the governing body.  Mr. Cole said he would like to see what has been done in the past before rendering a decision. Miggletto said he didn’t want to hold up the other employees from receiving their longevity. He said he has been included the past two years and didn’t fully understand why they had a problem all of the sudden but he wasn’t counting on the money and wouldn’t be paid until May of next year. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by J.R. Claphan to approve longevity excluding all publicly elected officials. Jim –no, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – no  MOTION CARRIED
6. Discussion with possible decision to hire contractors for splash pad improvements: Ogden’s Heat & Air $5,000.00; Kester Plumbing $16,000.00; Eagleton Electric $24,080.07.  Miggletto explained that these are some of the trades not previously awarded.  They are part of the overall project and within budget.  A motion was made by J.R. Claphan seconded by Jean Wright to hire the contractors as listed. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes  
7. Discussion with possible decision to amend competitive contract with BRB Roofing & Mfg in the amount of $2,000 for splash pad project. Councilman Mink asked why we were paying extra. Miggletto said that the contract was awarded in March and due to the delays in construction the contract period has expired and that the increase represents a 5% increase in the cost of the metal. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the increased cost in the amount of $2,000. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
8. Discussion with possible decision to advertise for two part time dispatchers for the police department.  Police Chief Chad Smith explained that he had one dispatcher quit and was already short one position.  He said he would like to hire two.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Jim Spray to approve hiring up to two dispatchers. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
9. Discussion with possible decision to advertise for a full time police officer to replace Anton Bovos.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve hiring a full-time officer. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes
10. Discussion only regarding Ordinance 152 (Mobile Home)  Code Enforcement Officer Terry Butler said he checked with Sallisaw, Tahlequah and Siloam Springs, AR and they are doing away with single-wide mobiles all together. A recommendation to limit single wide to mobile home parks, private lots, etc. Councilwoman Wright said the city is poor and didn’t want to limit the poorer families’ options. Councilman Mink said he had a problem if someone purchased a lot and couldn’t put a house on it. Mr. Butler said his recommendation would be double-wide only. Mr. Cole said there was validity to enforcing the ordinance. He said the maintenance and fire hazards are enough.  Councilman Mink asked about how they condemn the trailers on the north end of town. Mr. Butler said you have to involve the health department and fire marshal and the process could take up to two years and possibly up to five years if appealed. Mr. Butler said changing the ordinance would be a first step to clean up the city. They discussed possible amendments to ordinance 152 and possible amendment to restrict utility service without a permit. Mr. Butler said an option would be the city tear them down and file a lien on the property and recover the money when sold which could take several years.  NO ACTION TAKEN
11. Discussion with possible decision to allow Stilwell Volunteer Fire Department to perform annual hose testing with a stipend of $200.00 each.  Mayor Roedenbeck said this was the same plan as last year. Fire fighter Kevin Stuhmer said they were down to 16 guys.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the host testing and stipend for those who participate.  Jim –yes, Alex –abstain, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes  MOTION CARRIED
12. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311). 1)  Mayor Roedenbeck said he received a letter of resignation today from Street Commissioner Pete Long.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto said it would be appropriate to accept the resignation on the record. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to accept the resignation and pay a prorate share of longevity and sick leave at regular rate of pay. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes 2) Mayor Roedenbeck said the jail trust is requesting the contract be signed or the rate would increase from $25 per day to $58.00 per day. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman to approve the contract and have the mayor execute the contract. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes, Jean Ann – yes 
Other Business Councilman Spray asked why the agenda is incomplete (referring to items requested from Councilwoman Wright on the agenda. Mayor Roedenbeck said both items were previously discussed and he took the items off.  Mr. Cole said under the open meetings act that the chief executive officer formulates the agenda. Councilman Spray said it appeared to be censorship. He said five council members have the right to put anything on the agenda. Councilwoman Wright said the previous discussions brought no resolution as they were only items for discussion then. Councilman Mink said he didn’t think she should pick on this mayor because the previous mayor had done the same. Councilman Spray quoted Article 46 of the city charter and said he had real concerns about not having a voice but being elected to represent.  He said citizen’s input is not required by law but do we want to censor the public. Councilwoman Wright said she would like to see some policies and procedures to govern how the meetings are conducted.  Councilman Mink asked why Councilman Spray didn’t agree with him when this happened to him. Councilman Spray said he never supported any censorship and never would. Mayor Roedenbeck said if they wanted to let everything on the agenda that was fine. He said he took them off because they had been previously discussed.  NO ACTION TAKEN
