Roll Call  Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – present, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present.  Also in attendance were 14 guests.

Consent Agenda

1. Approval of minutes of Regular Meeting October 5, 2015.

2. Approval of requisitions in the sum of $8,201.19.
3. Approval of blanket purchase orders in the sum of $42,650.00.

Councilman Isaacs asked about the payment to Pafford EMS. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto advised that the payment was for two months of service and that Pafford wasn’t paid until the city received an invoice for each month.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda.  Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
Regular Agenda

1. Discussion with possible decision to approve Municipal Liability Protection Plan with Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group (OMAG) in the sum of $43,989.00.  Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained this was the yearly coverage for auto and liability coverage.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the coverage with OMAG. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
2. Discussion with possible decision to approve Sales & Use Tax Collection Agreement with the Oklahoma Tax Commission. Miggletto explained that the contract with OTC was for the collection of city sales and use tax. City Attorney Lloyd Cole had reviewed the agreement and recommended approval. Miggletto said the only real change was the amount that OTC keeps for their services decreased from 1% to 0.50%. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the agreement. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
3. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of fencing from AAA Fence for the splash pad in the amount of $17,500.00.  Councilman Isaacs asked what type of fencing this was. Miggletto said it is the same 6’ fencing installed at the city cemetery.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Alex Mink to approve the purchase of fencing. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes

*** A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jean Wright to come out of executive session at 7:24 p.m. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
4. Discussion with possible decision to hire Amy Stewart as full-time Encumbrance Clerk at the hourly rate of $13.00 per hour with a six-month probationary period. (Possible Executive Session Title 25, O.S. § 307(B)(1).  Mayor Roedenbeck said he interviewed Mrs. Stewart and she is familiar with some of the software we use. He said she had been with MFA Propane for nearly 14 years. Miggletto said that Payroll Clerk Donna Johnson is planning to retire around December 18 so hiring for the position is time sensitive.  A motion was made by Jean Wright seconded by Alex Mink to hire Amy Stewart as Encumbrance Clerk at a rate of $13.00 per hour with a six-month probationary period. Jim –no, Alex – yes, Norman –no, Jean –yes, J.R. –no.  MOTION FAILED
5. Discussion with Possible decision to hire Jeromy Johnson as full-time Code Enforcement Officer/Daytime Animal Control Officer at the hourly rate of $13.00 per hour with a six-month probationary period. (Possible Executive Session Title 25, O.S. § 307(B)(1).  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to hire Jeromy Johnson as full-time Code Enforcement Officer/Daytime Animal Control Officer at an hourly rate of $13.00 per hour. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
6. Consideration, discussion and possible approval regarding any matter not known about or which could have not reasonably been foreseen prior to the time of posting (Title 25, O.S. Sec. 311).  The mayor said he had been contacted by Danya Curtis, Adair County Clerk and said they may want to look at moving her office to the armory while the construction at the courthouse begins.  He didn’t ask for any action to be taken but was notifying the council that he was meeting with Ms. Curtis and the Adair County Commissioners in the coming week to see if the space met their needs.  Mr. Cole said that the construction may last into late 2016 or early 2017 before it would be complete. NO ACTION TAKEN. 
7. Other Business  Street Commissioner Terry Butler asked what was going to be done with the new trash trucks. Councilman Spray asked if they were built to specs. Butler replied that they were approved by the council one way and were ordered different.  Butler said he had several solutions that were expensive and involved cutting the frame and adding a TAG axle.  He said that would void the warranty from the manufacturer.  Options were discussed as to selling the trucks even at a financial loss and leasing new diesel trucks. Councilman Spray asked if we needed to get rid of the trucks. Butler asked why we were driving one that was damaged. Miggletto explained there was a minor accident and that the owners of the parked vehicle were suing the city and it hadn’t been repaired pending the litigation. He asked the city attorney if there was any reason why the truck couldn’t be fixed. Cole said the truck could be photographed and if necessary ask the repair facility to testify in court as to the repairs if needed. Councilman Isaacs asked about the balance of the Capital Improvement Fund and what was budgeted that hadn’t been paid out for this year. Miggletto said the balance in the account is about $229,000 and that roughly $110,000 has been budgeted but not yet spent.  Councilman Spray said he was concerned about safety and wondered about a lease. The mayor said Armstrong Bank had a rate of 2.67%.  Mr. Cole pointed out interest rates a year from now could be 5-6%.  Police Chief Chad Smith asked Mr. Cole if Freightliner bore any liability for building trucks that may be unsafe. Mr. Cole said he didn’t know the full extent of how it was done to begin with. Miggletto said the specs were obtained from the gas authority (NOPFA) and that the dealer changed the specs after a tandem axle was added to the back of the truck, pointing out that the additional axle was approved by the council. Councilman Spray said he was concerned about the safety as well as voiding the warranty. Butler said the front axle was light duty and that shifting the weight from the back to the front of the truck would cause it to be overloaded in the front. Councilman Spray asked if we should go ahead and finance a new one and get going. He then asked the city attorney if this could be done under other business or which could not reasonable foreseen. Mr. Cole said it is important and needs to be addressed possibly at a special meeting. Councilwoman Wright said she asked Mr. Butler to get cost and a recommendation as a trusted department head and schedule a special meeting.  NO ACTION TAKEN

Adjournment A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to adjourn the meeting at 8:07 p.m. Jim –yes, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jean –yes, J.R. –yes
