1. Roll Call Mayor Roedenbeck called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and asked the Clerk-Treasurer to call the roll: Alex Mink – present, Jean Wright – NOT PRESENT, Norman Isaacs – present, J.R. Claphan – present, Jim Spray – present, Mayor Roedenbeck – present, City Attorney Lloyd Cole – present, and City Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – present. Also in attendance were 9 guests.
2. Discussion and action to address the dismissal of employees of the Stilwell Utility Board (SADA).  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs that Julie Hudgins, Mike Butler and Randy McCarter be reinstated at previous rate of pay.  Councilman Spray asked if it was legal to take action under item #2 with item #3 listed. City Attorney Lloyd Cole said they could direct the board under item # 3.  Councilman Spray recommended a co-joint meeting of the council and the utility board members including an executive session as he had questions about why the board took the actions in the manner that they did.  Councilman Mink asked him what his concerns were.  Councilman Spray said he would rather discuss personnel matters in executive session. He then said that since there were three employees listed he would go ahead and say that he had received new information that, if correct, would be cause for concern about two of the employees returning.  He did not elaborate.  The motion was withdrawn by Alex Mink and the second was withdrawn from Norman Isaacs.  NO ACTION TAKEN
3. Discussion and action to direct Stilwell Utility Board (SADA) to call an “Emergency Meeting” under provisions of Title 25 O.S.A., Section 304, to immediately rescind dismissals and reinstate all former employees to their respective positions.  A motion was made by Jim Spray to table the item and call a co-joint meeting with the Stilwell Utility Board.  This motion died for a lack of second. Utility Board Chairman Bill Garrett said up to this point the board has been willing to discuss anything with the mayor and council.  A motion was made by Alex Mink Seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the item.  Jim –Abstain, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes – MOTION CARRIED
4. Discussion and action directing the Mayor to call for the resignations of all members of the Stilwell Utility Board (SADA), forthwith, in the interest of the city service. A motion was made by Jim Spray to table the item and call a co-joint meeting with the Stilwell Utility Board.  This motion died for a lack of second.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the item. Jim –Abstain, Alex – yes, Norman – yes, J.R. –yes – MOTION CARRIED
