Clerk-Treasurer Shelldon Miggletto – Present.  Also present were 13 guests.

Consent Agenda

A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the consent agenda. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

Regular Agenda
1.
Discussion with possible decision to approve financial audit for FY 2015-16. Auditor Mike Green reviewed the audit report stating that there were no material misstatements and that it was a clean opinion. He said that the Stilwell Area Development Authority (SADA) was once again included in the report as a component of the city. He reviewed various portions of the report and said that good financial condition is one important part of meeting the needs that citizens expect. He highlighted the increase in fund balance of $262,555 which was primarily due to grant funds. The General Fund of the city decreased by $36,587 which is close to a break-even.  Mr. Green discussed the unfunded liabilities of the city’s retirement fund.  He recommended paying down that liability to keep the city solvent. He reviewed the internal controls of the city and said no material weaknesses were noted. Some of the same issues remain from prior years where the city hasn’t had a purchasing agent for some time. He recognized the absence of a mayor and city clerk and the issue was partly due to those vacancies. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Alex Mink to approve the FY 2016 audit report. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

2.
Discussion with possible decision to approve Resolution 02-14-2017-B complying with Federal & Oklahoma Procurement procedures and requirements for CDBG-EDIF Contract No 16860 CDBGED 16. Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto explained this was a part of the terms and conditions of the grant that the city council had previously agreed to meet as part of the release of funds. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve Resolution 02-14-2017-B. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – Abstain. – MOTION CARRIED
3.
Discussion with possible decision to adopt Ordinance 371 for job tracking and reporting activities for jobs created or supported by infrastructure improvements for WWTP using CDBG-EDIF grant funds. Again Miggletto said that this ordinance will require any new company that benefits from the WWTP improvements to track jobs created under this reporting period.  A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to adopt Ordinance 371 requiring job tracking for applicable beneficiaries. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – Abstain. – MOTION CARRIED
4.
Discussion with possible decision to adopt the emergency clause for Ordinance 371 provided above. A motion was made by Jim Spray seconded by John Sharp to adopt the emergency clause for Ordinance 371. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – Abstain. – MOTION CARRIED
5.
Discussion with possible decision to purchase 5 SCBA Replacement Carbon-Fiber cylinders each quarter for the Fire Dept. to be taken out of Fund 10. (Quote Attached) Councilman Spray asked from where in the General Fund would this expenditure come. Councilman Mink said the item was not complete/correct. Fire Chief David Bruner explained it was two bottles as well as the pack for each of the fire fighters. In total they need 22 packs. The new bottles are carbon fiber which means they are lighter and have a higher PSI rating which makes the bottles last longer between change outs. Councilman Sharp asked City Attorney Jeff Jones if the council could legally purchase this equipment under the agenda item.  Mr. Jones recommended getting the price and number of units and include in a future agenda item. They discussed purchasing a certain number of units each month so as not to put a strain on the budget. Councilman Spray expressed concern if the purchases went beyond the current fiscal year.  THIS ITEM WAS TABLED
6.
Discussion with possible decision to purchase radios for the storm sirens at a cost not to exceed $2,525.00. (Quote Attached) Chief Bruner explained the need for radios to remotely activate the storm sirens that were approved at last month’s meeting. Councilman Spray asked if we needed to designate a line item. Miggletto said it was grant expense.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase of radios up to $2,525.00. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

7.
Discussion with possible decision to appoint Bill Roedenbeck as Purchasing Agent for the City of Stilwell. Councilman Sharp said did it need to be an employee. Councilman Isaacs said he thought they were breaking the law by not having someone appointed. Miggletto gave a copy of the current ordinance (363) that outlines the position of purchasing agent and the approval limits of the mayor, clerk-treasurer, encumbrance clerk and purchasing agent. Miggletto asked Mr. Jones if the position was bondable if they were not an employee. Jones replied he wasn’t sure but that it should be someone with access to the software and budget of each department at any given point in time. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve Bill Roedenbeck.  After further discussion An amended motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to post internally.  Councilman Isaacs subsequently withdrew his motion and Councilman Mink withdrew his second.  NO ACTION TAKEN
8.
Discussion with possible decision to adopt a Social Media Policy for the Stilwell Police Department. (Policy Attached). This is the policy adopted by Oklahoma City Police Department.  Chief Smith said the FOP (Lodge 169) had agreed to the proposed policy.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the Social Media Policy for Stilwell Police Department. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

9.
Discussion with possible decision to adopt an Electrical Weapons/Conductive Energy Device (Taser) Policy to the Stilwell Police Department. (Policy Attached). Police Chief Chad Smith said this policy was recommended by OMAG (the city’s insurer). Councilman Spray asked Mr. Jones regarding the policy. Councilman Sharp asked about training and/or certification. Chief Smith said they wanted to a policy in place prior to even purchasing but Smith said that extensive training and certification would be required before issuing the equipment to officers.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jim Spray to adopt the policy on Electrical Weapons/Conductive Energy Device (Taser). Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

10.
Discussion with possible decision regarding the conduct of the city election to be held April 4, 2017; assigning other duties and passing an ordinance if necessary to assign those other duties with compensation and authority to hire workers for the election. Councilman Isaacs said he received a call Saturday from a lady who has conducted elections for the city in the past.  He said that Glenda Darling (formerly Glenda Green). He said he had asked Miggletto about conducting the election and Miggletto told him Friday that he would get back with him but didn’t. Miggletto said he told him Friday he wanted to think about it and let him know Monday.  He presented a copy of the other duties ordinance exactly as passed in 2013 for the conduct of that election. Miggletto said it didn’t matter to him who conducted the election as long as it was done right. After review of the ordinance A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to adopt Ordinance 372. An amended motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to appoint Shelldon Miggletto authorizing him to hire workers and conduct the election. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

Discussion with possible decision to hire Chad Smith as Safety Officer (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Sec 307 (B)(1). A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to appoint Chad Smith as Safety Officer at the previous rate of pay effective March 13, 2017. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

Discussion with possible decision to hire Darrel Dugger as a full-time patrol officer for the Stilwell Police Department (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Sec 307 (B)(1). A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to hire Darrel Dugger as full-time patrol officer for Stilwell Police Department effective March 13, 2017. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

Discussion with possible decision to move Jacob Martin from part-time dogcatcher to full-time dogcatcher (possible executive session Title 25 O.S. Sec 307 (B)(1). A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Jim Spray to hire Jacob Martin full-time effective March 13, 2017. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Alex – yes.

Other Business  1) Councilman Spray said he was approached about the installation of a flag pole at the soccer field. Miggletto said they would need to know a location due to underground irrigation and electrical lines. They would also need to make sure it was in compliance with any restrictions of the Land & Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) grant terms. Councilman Spray asked Isaacs to use his executive authority if needed to make this happen. NO ACTION TAKEN  2) Street Commissioner Terry Butler said they have a trash trunk down and it needs to be towed to Fayetteville, AR and the springs were $1,400.00 per set but he didn’t have any money in his budget. NO ACTION TAKEN  3) Citizen Cathy Unger asked about the issue raised several months ago about yard sales signs and the littering around the city. Chief Smith said he obtained sample ordinances and turned sent to the city attorney for review and recommendation. Mr. Jones said he didn’t recall getting them. Chief Smith said the current ordinance falls short regarding the penalty for signs left after a sale. The current yard sale permit needs to state signs have to be picked up after sale.
