Discussion with possible decision to approve street dance Thursday May 11, 2017 from 7:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. closing Second Street from Division to Oak and Division Street from Second to Third Street.  Tracie Sims representing the Stilwell Roundup Club requested the street closure for a dance to coincide with the Stilwell Strawberry Festival activities.  This will be the first year of what they hope will be an annual event. Police Chief Chad Smith said he didn’t see an issue with traffic control or street closure. A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the closure. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean – yes, Alex – yes.

2.
Discussion with possible decision to approve repair of fire truck not to exceed $5,540.00. Fire Chief David Bruner said this would not require a budget amendment that he would reduce the amount from wages to vehicle repair.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Jean Wright to approve the expenditure as requested. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes, Alex – abstain. – MOTION CARRIED

3.
Discussion with possible decision to approve purchase of (5) SCBA with 4500 PSI Carbon Fiber Tanks at a cost not to exceed $29,350.00 from either the General Fund or Capital Improvement Fund. Councilman Spray asked Clerk-Treasurer Miggletto what fund he recommended this come from. Miggletto said this would qualify as a Capital Improvement (Fund 20) expenditure.  Bruner said the apparatus and tanks have a 15-year warranty and the tanks are 26 lbs vs. 47 lbs.  Councilman Sharp asked if they were comparable to those discussed in a previous meeting. Bruner said they were comparable and at a lower cost per unit. A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchase of (5) SCBA with 2 tanks each at a cost not to exceed $29,350.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes, Alex – abstain. – MOTION CARRIED

Discussion with possible decision to amend fire department budget Fund 10 or Fund 20 as approved above not to exceed $29,350.00. A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to approve the budget amendment for Fund 20 in the amount of $29,350.00. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes, Alex – abstain. – MOTION CARRIED

Discussion with possible decision to adopt or approve proposed revised By-Laws for the Stilwell Volunteer Fire Department with effective date to be determined by the city council. Chief Bruner said the department had passed the revised by-laws and asked the council to approve them as adopted by the department. He noted that one of the changes eliminates the need for a department secretary/treasurer which will be duties assigned to the full-time fire fighter.  City Attorney Jeff Jones had some recommended corrections to some spelling errors.  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Jean Wright to approve the by-laws with oral amendments effective April 3, 2017. Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean – yes, John – yes, Alex – abstain. – MOTION CARRIED

Discussion with possible decision to approve the retirement of Johnny Eli effective May 12, 2017 with payment of pro-rated longevity, accrued sick leave and vacation at regular rate of pay. Councilman Spray said he valued Johnny as a faithful and productive employee of the city.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by Alex Mink to approve the retirement of Johnny Eli with the thanks of the city effective May 12, 2017 with accrued leave at regular rate of pay and pro-rata share of longevity. Discussion with possible decision to purchase bleachers for the Edna M. Carson Park from Carson Foundation Grant not to exceed $70,000. (Capital Improvement Fund). Parks & Recreation Director Willis Hothouse said two quotes were received both for a 5 row-15-foot aluminum bleacher and that one had railing and fencing around the top and sides.  One vendor has been real responsive while the other hasn’t provided a lot of help with shipping information or time to delivery.  A motion was made by Alex Mink seconded by Norman Isaacs to purchase from Anthem Sports, LLC at a cost of $17,379.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund. Discussion with possible decision to award bid for mowing of Stilwell City Cemetery (Possible Executive Session Title 25 O.S. 307 B(1) or B(4).  A motion was made by John Sharp seconded by Norman Isaacs to award bid to Fourkiller Lawn Solutions for mowing and maintenance of the cemetery at a bid of $23,940.00 and award bid to Northeast Landscape for mowing and maintenance of Hwy 59 and state highway rights-of-way in the amount of $20,083.91. Willis Hothouse said that he wasn’t at the park one particular night and Athletic Director Ronnie Littlejohn was also gone.
