Other Business 
Street Department Head Terry Butler informed the council that the Utility Department had a Track-Hoe that we could borrow when needed for city use.  There would be no rental fee to the city unless there was an emergency which required them to come get it and we then had to rent one.  Rentals are between $3000 and $5000 per month.  It requires a semi to move it which we already have lined up if needed.  
Kiwanis President Ronnie Trentham informed the Council that the Bandstand would be ready for Strawberry Festival with a few day’s leeway.

Terry Butler complimented the Fire Department on their help with utilities during the bad weather recovery.  Terry said they were “a big help”.

Willis Hothouse asked if replacing two employees previously hired needed to be re-published.  He was told that city policy allowed him to pick from remaining applications from the earlier advertisement.
David Bruner commented that the city sirens were working but some work was needed and he would do requisitions as needed.  He also stated that a public notice needs to go out to tell people to take shelter when the sirens sound because they always get calls asking if they needed to take shelter.

Chad Smith expressed concerns about a safety shelter for the city residents.  Currently they are coming to the Police Department and Fire Department.  There were several concerns about security if the Police or Fire Department had to leave.  City Attorney expressed some concerned about liability for the City in directing people to an unsafe area.
