Roll Call  President of the Council-Acting Mayor Norman Isaacs called the meeting to order at 4:03 p.m.  and asked Rhonda Patterson to call the roll: Jim Spray—Present, John Sharp--Present, Jean Ann Wright—Not Present, Norman Isaacs—Present, Alex Mink—Present, City Attorney Jeff Jones—Present.  Also Present were 9 guests.
Special Agenda
1. Discussion with possible decision to approve the purchase of new radars at a cost not to exceed $18,500.00 to be taken from 10-09-615200 – Police Dept. Grants.  John asked Chad if he received the grants for that.  Chad said we received some grants that we have saved over the last few years totaling $24,381.75 that hasn’t been spent.  That is from 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016 grants that we saved.  Jeff Jones asked if they are specifying what they have to be used for.  Chad Smith said equipment anything other than salaries.  Chad said I have the actual estimate for $18,731.00.  On the agenda it states $18,500.00.  I don’t know if we can change that.  Chad said he checked with 2 distributors.  Fleet Distributors we use them for the upfit on the new police cars.  For 12 radars they are 2,064.68 each, so they are wanting $25,000.00.  Stalker Radar which is a factory direct company who the state uses they are wanting $1560.95 each which is a saving of about $600.00 each.  Alex said he didn’t know why we couldn’t change the amount.  John asked City Attorney Jeff Jones if we could modify it by considering it a typo error reflecting the bid he has.  Jeff Jones said I think we could correct it due to a typical error.  Chad said if we have to except the $18,500.00 the mayor as the ability to approve up to $1500.00.  So he could approve the other $231.00.  Chad said we have 2 radars that passed certification right now.  They will come down and train us at no charge on the new radars.  It will put a certified radar in every patrol car we have.  A motion was made by Alex Mink, seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the purchases of new radars at a cost not to exceed $18,800.00.  Alex – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes.

Chad said through our drug forfeiture that we receive this year just for example on 6/23/2016 we received $1,008.50 and then on 10/5/2016 we received $8,902.00 so we took in over $9,000.00 in drug forfeiture money this year.  Drug Task Force gives us ½ and the DA ½.  We would like to put it into equipment so we can use it.
