Regular Agenda
1. Discussion only regarding request of Mark Lea, Stilwell Grade School Principal to address the City Council.  Mark Lea said I am here on behalf on Stilwell Schools.  To thank you guys for helping get our drainage system fixed.  For years we have requested help with getting storm drains fixed with the help of Mr. Butler it is done.  Mr. Butler came down to look at it within 30 minutes he had equipment there fixing our drainage.  It’s not just a problem for the school all the ditches from the factory down come straight to the grade school.  When they are clogged up they come up through our man holes and go under our building.  I have not had that problem since.  They put new piping in they put a new drain system in.  I couldn’t ask for anything better.  They did a great job and made a bigger parking area for us too.  And I would also like to thank Willis Hothouse with the Parks Dept.  In August and September he let some Kindergarten classes use the splash pad.   Many of our kids do not get to use it.  Mark Lea said these two things have done wonders for our school.  We really appreciate.  And we want to be partners with the city.  Terry said it wasn’t just me it was my guys too.
2. Discussion with possible decision to accept retirement resignation of Jerry Wynos as Sanitation worker effective December 16, 2016 authorizing payment of accrued sick leave and vacation pay at regular hourly rate.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs seconded by John Sharp to accept retirement resignation of Jerry Wynos as Sanitation worker effective December 16, 2016 authorizing payment of accrued sick leave and vacation pay at regular hourly rate.  Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes, Jean Ann – yes.
3. Discussion with possible decision to hire Shaquille Duncan and Jason Freeman as full time employees.  John asked Terry if we went through the proper procedures on this.  Terry said they are part time now we are just moving them up to full time.  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs, seconded by Jim Spray to hire Shaquille Duncan and Jason Freeman as full time employees.  Norman – yes, Jim – yes, John – yes, Jean Ann – yes.
4. Discussion with possible decision regarding the cemetery building roof.  Terry said if we do it ourselves the cost will be $2,600.00 to $2,800.00 for a new metal roof.  Materials from Scott Materials.  It will be paid out of Fund 50.  The last bid he received for someone doing the labor was $10,000.00.  Jim asked if we could add the financing in the motion.  City Attorney Jeff Jones said yes.  Jim said if not we can bring that back at another meeting if needed, but I will go ahead make a motion to approve it.  A motion was made by Jim Spray, seconded by Norman Isaacs to approve the cemetery building roof with an amount not to exceed $3,000.00 to come from Cemetery Fund.  Jim – yes, Norman – yes, John – yes, Jean Ann – yes.
5. Discussion with possible decision to hire Thomas Parker as Sanitation Truck Driver at an hourly rate of $9.50.  John asked if Terry went through the proper procedure on this new hire.  Terry said yes it has been posted.  Norman asked if he had CDLs.  Terry said yes.  John said in the past he thought we paid more per hour for CDLs, or is that figured in.  Shelldon said after 6 month probation it is reviewed and approved by the council to increase pay.  A motion was made by John Sharp, seconded by Norman Isaacs to hire Thomas Parker as Sanitation Truck Driver at an hourly rate of $9.50.  John – yes, Norman – yes, Jim – yes, Jean Ann – yes.
6. Discussion with possible decision to approve heating and air conditioning at Fire Station #2 in amount not to exceed $15,000 to be taken out of Capital Improvement.  John asked if we have estimates.  David Bruner said we are going to put a heat & air unit and put heaters in the bay.  The $15,000.00 is installed and wiring and we added a little more because we need to put the sewer in.  We would like to get the $15,000.00 and whatever we lack we will pull out of our tax money.  Jean Ann said I thought we had talked about this before and Mr. Stuhmer said it would not cost the city one penny.  Chad said the building didn’t.  David said we over $200,000.00 in that building.  The City paid around $5,000.00.  The Fireman raised the rest.  John said we are going to have to heat it.  John asked is this the kind of thing we can approve without bids.  Shelldon said you need 2 written bids because it exceeds $5,000.00.  David said we have 1 bid.  Shelldon said we need one more.  Shelldon asked if they are doing sewer in house.  David said yes.  John asked if David could get another quote in the next day or so and we will call a special meeting to get it done quickly.  Shelldon asked if we can approve subject to getting 2nd written quote and submitting to city hall.  Jeff said I’m concerned we have to make sure they are quoting the same thing.  Chad said the bid we have is the same guy that has done everything at the building.  Jeff said we have to make sure they are bidding on the same thing.  Jeff said the agenda item needs to read decision to let it out for bids.  Shelldon said it will also need a budget amendment to approve to increase the appropriation for Fire Dept. in Capital Improvement Fund.  A motion was made by John Sharp, seconded by Jim Spray to solicit written estimates for heat & air at Fire Station #2.  John – yes, Jim – yes, Jean Ann – yes, Norman – yes.
7. Discussion with possible decision regarding damage to, and payment of window damage on Police Unit # 14.  Norman asked where did it happen.  Chad said it happened at Officer Holbird’s house at Baron.  He was mowing hit a rock and it went through the side window.  Jim asked how much glass have we paid for in front of this building.  John said I would feel different if there was intent, but it was an accident.  And you allow them to take the police cars home cause of quick response.  Jean Ann said what is the policy on miles they can drive the cars home outside of city.  Chad said the FOP contract says 5 miles but several years ago that was changed to 10.  I don’t know why it was not implemented in the contract.  Chad said I don’t think he should have to pay it was an accident.  John said if we force them to pay they will probably decline to drive vehicle home.  Jeff said the purpose of them driving them home is to protect the vehicle.  Chad said that and in case of an emergency.  Jean Ann said is standard practice for officers to drive police cars home.  Norman asked if it has been paid.  Chad said yes.  It was just brought to the attention that Mr. Holbird needed to pay.  A motion was made by John Sharp, seconded by Jean Ann Wright that Mr. Holbird was not grossly negligent and should not be responsible for damages to the police vehicle.  John – yes, Jean Ann – yes, Jim – yes, Norman – yes.
8. Discussion with possible decision to offer buy out/retirement incentive to current working employees to mirror past offers with date of offer window retroactive to October 1, 2016 extending to March 1, 2017.  TABLED
9. Discussion with possible decision on continuing dumpster service for those outside city limits, and regarding the letter the attorney sent out to customers of the increase for those outside of city limits.  TABLED
10. Discussion with possible decision to appoint a representative of the city as contact for OMRF (Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund).  A motion was made by Norman Isaacs, seconded by John Sharp to appoint Rhonda Patterson as contact for OMRF (Oklahoma Municipal Retirement Fund).  Norman – yes, John – yes, Jim – yes, Jean Ann – yes.

Jerry and I didn’t sign it cause of the way it read you had to retire by the next June.  Gary said they need to let us all do it.  John Sharp said that is what Item #8 is addressing.  We are going to open up a new window to let other employees who are interested do it.  We will have a special meeting to address it.
