New language Article 3 Section 4:

	  Section 4:  Rules concerning Officer positions.

A. If an Officer of the Department (Chief, Assistant Chief, Captains, Training Officer, Secretary) becomes on report (in the red) for either run attendance or training attendance, the Officer will not receive compensation for the Officer Position that he/she has been voted in.
B. If an Officer takes a leave of absence extending past one month, the Officer will not receive compensation for the Officer Position.
C. If an Officer is on report (in the red) and takes a leave of absence, he/she will not receive compensation for Officer pay for one quarter (3 months) after returning from the leave of absence.
D. If an Officer resigns, is terminated, leaves the department for any reason, the voting members of the Stilwell Fire Department may hold a special election to fill the Officer position for the remainder of the term.
E. If an Officer takes a leave of absence extending past one month during his term as an officer, the voting members of the Department may appoint an eligible member of the department to hold the Officer position until the Officer returns from the leave of absence or until the annual elections, whichever comes first. The appointed Officer will receive the compensation for the appointed position.
